PUBLIC HEARING
6:30 p.m.
Chairman, Steve Hickman began the meeting at 6:30 p.m.  Members present were Jeff Weaver, Steve Hickman, Chip Sturgeon, Toddy Clayton and Dennis Combs.  Attorney, Lee Robbins and Zoning Administrator, Tim Guyer were also in attendance.
MINUTES:
Chip motioned to accept the minutes from the previous meeting as presented.  Jeff seconded the motion.  Vote was 5 affirmative.

OLD BUSINESS:
There was no old business.

NEW BUSINESS:
VARIANCE 10-V-04	PAUL CRABTREE	205 MOORELAND DR	/     DETACHED GARAGE:
Paul Crabtree residing at 205 Mooreland Drive is petitioning to the board to reduce the side setback from 12' to 2' to build a detached garage.  Mr. Crabtree stated that old cars are his passion and they are a valuable investment to him.  He proposes building a 24' x 34' detached garage with a 2 car lift.

The detached garage would be 2' off the property line on the side. Mr. Crabtree proposes a French ditch in the back of the property.  There should be no drainage issues.

Samuel Hale and his son, Brad Hale were in attendance.  They voiced their opposition to the proposed garage, stating it is an extreme size, too close to the property line and would hurt property value.

Jeff Weaver is somewhat skeptical about the 2' setback, due to emergency vehicles who may have to go through a side yard.

Paul Crabtree states that the property is 75' wide and drains to the south.  The French ditch would have rock.  The proposed garage would do nothing but increase the property value of any surrounding houses.

There was more discussion that there would be a total of 5' from Mr. Hale's existing garage and Mr. Crabtree's proposed garage.

Steve Hickman closed the Public Hearing.  Jeff Weaver motioned to deny the request for the variance, because it is too large, like a two-story house.  Dennis Combs seconded the motion.  Vote was  5 unanimous to deny the request for Mr. Crabtree's variance.

Paul Crabtree asked if he could file for a smaller garage.  Attorney Lee Robbins replied he can file another variance for a smaller garage after 6 months from filing this variance tonight.


VARIANCE 10-V-05	TIM NICHALSON	902 HIGHLAND DR	GARAGE:
Mr. Nichalson is requesting a variance to reduce the side setback from 12' to 6' to construct a garage.  The variance would allow the garage to align properly with the existing driveway.  Mr. Nichalson fishes and boats a lot.  Mr. Nichalson states he does not want an unsightly building.  The carport will stay; there is a shed that will be removed at a later date.

Steve Hickman asked how close are any neighboring structures?  Tim Nichalson replied there are no other structures close by.  Steve closed the Public Hearing.
Dennis Combs motioned to grant the variance to reduce the side setback from 12' to 6' for a garage.  Jeff seconded the motion.  Vote was 5 affirmative to grant the variance.

Jeff Weaver motioned to adjourn the meeting. Dennis seconded the motion.  Meeting adjourned at 6:55 p.m.
