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Chairman, Jeff Weaver called the January meeting to order at 6:35 pm.  Members present were Jeff Weaver, Dennis Combs, Richard Burton, Frank Telakowicz and Chad Waltz.  Attorney, Lee Robbins and Zoning Administrator, Tim Guyer were both in attendance.

MINUTES:
Frank motioned to approve the minutes from the previous meeting which was the November 26th 2013 meeting.  Chad seconded the motion.  Vote was 5 affirmative.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS:
CHAIRMAN:
Jeff made a motion to nominate Frank Telakowicz for Chairman.  Richard seconded the motion.  Vote was 5 affirmative.
VICE CHAIRMAN:
Frank made a motion to nominate Jeff Weaver as Vice Chairman. Richard seconded the motion. Vote was 5 affirmative.

OLD BUSINESS:
There was no old business.

NEW BUSINESS:
RAY SKILLMAN		V-13-07	ADDITIONAL SIGNAGE
Attorney, Ryan McCrossen represents Ray Skillman and he handed out additional paperwork to the members.  Mr. McCrossen states that these signs would be placed on the actual structure. 

Mr. McCrossen asked if there was anyone in the audience that objects to their proposal.  Dawn Flick, owner of New Whiteland Self Storage was present and she stated that she is in attendance because she is worried about Ray Skillman moving her permanent sign.  

Mr. McCrossen continued to say that they are asking for four more signs.  The Town’s current ordinance states that permanent business signs can be 1.5 the width of the front of the building.  One hundred square feet is what is allowed.  The Town’s ordinance doesn’t allow for any more signage.

There was discussion about the signs being placed on the north/south and west sides of the two buildings.  Also discussion about the signs being LED backlit.

Jeff asked how much are the proposed signs over the 100 square feet?
Ryan McCrossen references Exhibit C1, that sign is 125 feet in excess. The sign in Exhibit C2 is 29 feet over the allowed limit.

The sign in exhibit C3 is 125 feet in excess of the 100 square feet.  And the sign in exhibit C4 is 39’ over the allowed limit of 100 square feet.

Ryan McCrossen stated that the proposed signs are just barely over 100 square feet per building.  Lee Robbins clarified to the members that the ordinance states 100 square feet for the entire sum of signage, not per building.  Lee also stated that Ray Skillman’s business does consist of large buildings on a state highway.

Frank asked if the signs will be on 24 hours, 7 days a week, or just during business hours.  Ray Skillman replied the signs would be lit from dark to daylight.

Dawn Flick again mentioned that she has had threats made to her that Ray Skillman was going to move her sign.  Lee states that is not relevant to the variance being heard tonight.

Frank Telakowicz motioned to grant the dimensional variance for the additional four signs and only to the extent they have requested.  Jeff seconded the motion.   Vote was 5 affirmative.

Jeff adjourned the meeting at 6:55 pm.
