[bookmark: _GoBack]Chairman, Frank Telakowicz began the May meeting at 6:31 pm.  Members present were Frank, Jeff Weaver, Richard Burton, Dennis Combs and Chad Waltz.  Zoning Administrator, Tim Guyer was in attendance.  Attorney Lee Robbins was not in attendance.

MINUTES:
Jeff Weaver motioned to approve the minutes from the January 2014 BZA meeting as presented.  Richard Burton seconded the motion.  Vote was 4 affirmative.

NEW BUSINESS:
VARIANCE 14-V-02		SEAN BRYK		PERFECT CLIMATE
Frank Telakowicz asked Tim Guyer if the paperwork is in order.  Tim replied yes.

Mr. Bryk is asking permission to run a heating and air conditioning business on a residential zoning property.  This property is still owned by John & Jim Lucas.  In previous years, Jim Lucas and his wife owned and operated “Lucas Little Loves” at this address.  And in the past few years, John Lucas has owned and operated a business from that same location.  John’s business was called “Fathead Fabrication”.

Mr. Bryk states that he has spoken with Dr. Claudy, his next door neighbor and Dr. Claudy is not bothered by his company.  Dr. Claudy was not in attendance tonight.

Jeff Weaver asked about outside storage and the possibility of chemicals stored outside.  Mr. Bryk replied that he turns his scrap every 6 months and he will not be storing any Freon.  He also stated that oil and Freon is recovered at the job site.  He could possibly have one jug around and it would be inside and safe.

Chad Waltz asked how many trucks he has.  Mr. Bryk answered, five fleet trucks.  Mr. Bryk went on to say that he cannot have such vehicles at his home, so by trying to keep peace with the Homeowners Association, he has rented this property from John Lucas. 

Mr. Bryk states this location is basically like a giant storage space for him and a place for him to work on his trucks when necessary.

Mr. Bryk states that he will not have any oil anywhere.  He will have a dumpster down the driveway, which will be out of sight.  Then he mentioned that he wants to get a sign later.

Mr. Bryk stated that this would be another business in New Whiteland which would bring more traffic to the Town.  He is currently known in the Greenwood area, but wants a business on U.S. 31.

Tim Guyer states that the signage does not go to the next business owner, and that Mr. Bryk should probably also be asking for a variance on the sign.  It might need to be amended into this meeting.

Frank asked if this property is zoned residential and there is someone continually wanting it for business, why not rezone the property to General Business?

John Lucas states that the 432 property address is for the business.  The 424 property address is the house where John Lucas still resides.  The way Mr. Lucas understands from the past, is if the entire property is zoned for business then they would not be able to reside there.  That was told to his parents when they came for the original variance when they had a sewing machine business.

Signage was also discussed.  Tim Guyer stated that the BZA can say he can have the same size sign that is there, if they want to, along with granting this variance, in order to cover everything tonight. 

Tim Guyer stated the current zoning ordinance states; “The area of all permanent advertising signs for any single business enterprise may have an area equivalent to one and one-half (1 ½) square feet of sign area for each lineal foot of enterprise, but shall not exceed a maximum area of one hundred (100) square feet.” Tim stated that he would have to know the frontage of the business befor he would know the allowed size of signage. 

Mr. Bryk talked about having an illuminated sign.  Tim Guyer advised him that wouldn’t be possible without a variance, because the current ordinance states that illuminated signs cannot reflect or shine light into a residential area and his property is zoned residential.

There was one remonstrator in the audience, her name is Philomena Ross and she resides at 590 Branigin Road which is behind the Lucas’s property.  She doesn’t want to look at anything unsightly. 
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Mr. Bryk assured Mrs. Ross and the board that he has grown his business, something that started out as a family business and he wants the appearance of this property to look pleasing.  He would not have his business looking tacky.  He has five kids, and he plans on staying in this 
area.  Mr. Bryk stated that he plans on a 6’ fence later to avoid having Mrs. Ross to look at anything.

Jeff Weaver motioned to grant this variance for Mr. Bryk to have his “Climate Control” HVAC business in a residential zoned area and to continue using the existing blank wooden sign, as long as it is within our current sign guidelines.  And to have a fenced area for anything outside.  Jeff Weaver specified no scrap material outside the building. Richard Burton seconded the motion.  Vote was five affirmative.

John Lucas thanked the board for granting him his previous variances in order to get his business started. He has now relocated to a 16,000 square foot building in Waverly, and has five employees. He is very thankful for their help.

OPEN TO THE PUBLIC:
Town Manager, Terry Spencer was in the audience and stated that he would like to have a training session with the BZA and Attorney Lee Robbins.  In this training Lee would talk about such things as drainage and what to look for in variances, what constitutes granting or denying a variance. . .etc.

Frank Telakowicz was in 100% agreement with Terry and the rest of the board agreed to such training as well.

Jeff motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Richard Burton seconded the motion.  Meeting adjourned at 7:17 pm.
