PUBLIC HEARING

Chairman, Steve Hickman began the September meeting at 7:05 p.m. Members present were Rudy Reading, Jim Lasiter, Terry Spencer and Steve Hickman.  Attorney, Lee Robbins was in attendance.  Members Scott Alspach and Laura Hammons were not in attendance. Zoning Administrator, Tim Guyer was unable to make the meeting.

MINUTES:
Rudy motioned to approve the minutes as presented from the July meeting.  There was no August meeting due to lack of quorum.  Terry seconded the motion.  Vote was 4 affirmative.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
There were three building permits issued this month, total of $28,079.46.  Terry Spencer asked about Mike Wood moving the wetlands.  Jim Lasiter explained that Mike is moving the wetlands to the north end of his property, moving the big mound of dirt and is going to level it out where the wetlands are being moved from.  That will make Mike’s property worth more and he can sell some of it.  Mike may plat the property into four separate 1 acre lots.  

OLD BUSINESS:
REMOVAL OF SIGNS WHEN A BUSINESS VACATES
Lee Robbins states that a Public Hearing was set in August, however there was no August meeting, so the Public Hearing has been continued to this month’s meeting.  There was no public in attendance.
The new ordinance reads as follows:
	“Any sign that advertises an abandoned business or use shall be removed by the owner of the property on which that sign is located.  For purposes of this section, any business or use that ceases to exist or fails to open for business continuously for sixty (60) days shall be deemed to be abandoned.  With respect to signs that advertise only one abandoned business or use, all signs and structures related exclusively to those sign shall be removed.  With respect to sign panels located on a structure shared by two (2) or more businesses, only the panel(s) advertising the abandoned business shall be removed.  All signs advertising abandoned businesses or uses, as defined herein, shall be removed within thirty (30) days of the date on which the business or use is deemed to be abandoned or, in other words, within ninety (90) of the date on which the business or use ceases.”

Terry Spencer motioned to send a favorable recommendation to the Town Council.  Rudy seconded the motion.  Vote was 4 affirmative, zero opposed.

TEMPORARY SIGNS – 60 CONSECUTIVE DAYS
Lee Robbins states that Ordinance 2104 addresses temporary signs.  This ordinance clarifies some confusion on the sixty days being consecutive days.  Again a Public Hearing was set in August and continued to this month’s meeting because there was no August meeting.  There was no public in attendance tonight.  Steve Hickman asked if there were any questions or comments.  There were none.

Jim Lasiter states that Tim Guyer has not heard from anyone with Gracepoint Church.  Jim took the plans to Donna Smithers with Northpointe, for her to incorporate the back parking lot drainage.  Jim will contact Donna Smithers and have something for the October Plan Commission meeting.  The Plan Commission granted Gracepoint Church one year to have a gravel parking lot, with the intent of it being hard surfaced by October 2009.  That one year is up.  Jim will contact Donna Smithers and follow up on the additional drainage calculations.
