NEW WHITELAND PLANNING COMMISSION
OCTOBER 26, 2010
7:00 p.m.

Scott Alspach began the meeting at 7:00 p.m. Members present were Scott Alspach, Jim Lasiter, Terry Spencer and Rudy Reading.  Chairman, Steve Hickman was absent.  Lee Robbins and Tim Guyer were both in attendance.

MINUTES:
Rudy motioned to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Jim seconded the motion.  Vote was 4 affirmative.

ADMINISTRATOR'S REPORT:
Three building permits were issued this month, total of $516,900.00, which includes the new fire station.

OLD BUSINESS
GRACEPOINT CHURCH	330 WHITELAND ROAD
Jim Lasiter states that Jim Wilkerson met with Gracepoint Church twice, along with a contractor.  They have come up with a plan but no clear cut decision on what to do.  Jim states he took about 20 pictures of the church's property during the last rain.

There was a lot of discussion and some disagreements.  Jim Lasiter states that the ground kind of slopes going toward their houses, which is to the north of Gracepoint Church.  That ground has always had water standing, when it rains.

Mr. Moorehead and Mr. Carpenter, who reside on Parkway, believe there is more water draining toward their homes since Gracepoint Church expanded the parking lot.  Mr. Moorehead purchased his house in 2008.  Mr. Carpenter states his wife has lived there for 21 years and never had these kind of flood issues until the church expanded their parking lot.  Mr. Moorehead states the church has made two major expansions with no drainage control, and water is running off onto other properties.  Mr. Moorehead states it is stunning to watch the water flow.  And that a large percentage of water is flowing back to the north, instead of to the south.

The church's property is in New Whiteland and their houses are in Whiteland.  Whiteland has twin drainage.  Whiteland's drainage and New Whiteland's drainage.  People have built up their yards with garages, storage sheds, wood piles, gardens and so forth.  Mr. Carpenter's yard has one of the lowest elevations.

Scott states the property behind the church is a natural low area.   Drainage calculations were submitted with the application for the parking lot, we have engineer stamped drainage reports, and all that was approved.  

Lee Robbins states that as a condition of them getting a permit, they had to submit drainage calculations. The drainage just can't discharge any faster than it did before any improvements from Gracepoint Church.
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GRACEPOINT CHURCH	330 WHITELAND ROAD (continued)
It was stated; "anymore expansion from the church will probably cause them to have to have a retention pond."   Scott stated that until you get Whiteland to fix the ditch, you will have water standing.

Jim Lasiter states it is Whiteland's problem. 

 Jim has come up with a plan to divert the water someplace else.  Gracepoint Church can do one of two things.  1) Slant the blade of a bulldozer, to create a 12" to 14" deep cut into the ground to create a mound.  2) Use an 8" trencher and let that dirt come up on one side to make a mound and place gravel in the trench.   Jim states the church wants to do the right thing.

Mr. Carpenter appreciates the Town's help.  There was no other old business.

NEW BUSINESS:
Jim Lasiter states this is his last meeting, he is resigning effective November 19th.

OPEN TO THE PUBLIC:
Nothing.

Rudy motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Jim seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned at 7:37 p.m.
