Chairman, Steve Hickman began the meeting at 7:06 p.m.  Members present were Steve Hickman, Scott Alspach, Terry Spencer and Rudy Reading.  Jim Lasiter was not in attendance.  Attorney, Lee Robbins and Zoning Administrator, Tim Guyer were in attendance.


MINUTES:
Rudy motioned to approve the minutes as presented.  Scott seconded the motion.  Vote was 4 affirmative.


ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:

OLD BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:
TEMPORARY PARKING PERMIT FOR BOATS:
Steve Hickman asked about starting a temporary parking permit to allow boats in someone’s driveway even if they are closer than the 12’ from the curb.  Steve gave an example of someone who wants to bring their boat home to clean it, pack it for the weekend and then leave early in the morning.

Lee read ordinance 2023 concerning boats and campers, there is nothing in the current ordinance that would allow any type of temporary parking for boats.  There was a lot of discussion.  It was mentioned that some boats are simply too large for a residential driveway.  

Lee also read Section 7-1708 of ordinance 2023 that states . . .”The owner or tenant of any residential lot on which there exists any violation of Section 1-1703 shall be notified of the violation and afforded three (3) days after notice to bring the residential lot into compliance.  Failure to bring the residential lot into compliance within three (3) days of notice will subject the owner or tenant of the residential lot to a fine of fifty dollars ($50.00) per day for each day the violation exists, dating back to the first day of the violation.” Lee stated a second offense is $100.00 fine per day.

More discussion about boats and campers being parked on residential with different problems throughout town.  It was also discussed how this very issue was addressed about four years ago, which involved the whole community and their input, and what the town officials want.  And at that time it was decided that boats need to be at least 12’ from the street in order not to obstruct the view of traffic for people pulling out of their driveways.  Lee Robbins will bring a draft to the next meeting.
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SIDEWALK CUTS:
I asked Lee to interpret for me when I would require a building permit for a sidewalk cut.  I have some residents in town who want to replace the sidewalk in front of their homes, yet they cannot afford a $1,000.00 bond, which is what the fee schedule states.  Lee replied that a bond would only be required if someone was doing a project that would tear up the sidewalk, the bond would insure they replace it the way it was.  If a resident wants to replace their sidewalk in front of their house, give them our blessing, we would love for residents to replace them and there would be no permit required.

Tim Guyer informed the Plan Commission that he is the contractor for a garage and driveway project at 152 Bel Aire.  He will not be approving the permit nor doing any inspections.  Whiteland’s Town Manager, Dennis Capozzi will be doing the approval and inspections.
