NEW WHITELAND PLAN COMMISSION
APRIL 27, 2010
7:00 p.m.

Chairman, Steve Hickman began the April meeting at 7:00 pm.  Members present were Rudy Reading, Scott Alspach, Steve Hickman, Jeff Weaver and Jim Lasiter.  Member Terry Spencer was not in attendance.  Attorney, Lee Robbins and Zoning Administrator, Tim Guyer were both in attendance.

MINUTES:
Rudy motioned to approve the minutes to the March meeting as presented.  No changes or comments. Jim seconded the motion.  Vote was 5 affirmative.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
March and April reports were given to each member, because I forgot the report  at last month’s meeting. For March there were three building permits issued, $3,175.00 worth of construction.  For April there were five building permits issued, $56,625.00 worth of construction.

OLD BUSINESS:
DRAFT TO ALLOW CAMPERS AND BOATS TEMPORARY PARKING
Lee does not have draft available tonight.

TRACY BROWN PROPERTY ON 75 WEST
Lee Robbins states that Tracy Brown called him several weeks ago. Mr. Brown lives in Portland, Oregon and is inquiring about stipulations for developing some property that he owns on 75 West.   Lee Robbins stated to Mr. Brown that there have been no development proposals submitted to the Town.  Jim Lasiter explained that there is nothing in writing concerning the Tracy Brown property, the conditions that Mr. Brown is referring to was for the ground south on 75 West.  That property was going to be developed by Greg Allen at one time.  But the Greg Allen development never happened.

Jim continued that the Tracy Brown property is currently zoned RS1, which is residential with a low density. Someone could probably build around three houses per acre.  If a developer wants to rezone the property to an RS3, in order to have more houses per acreage, then there may be some restrictions.  One issue that keeps coming up is a bridge to connect the Break-O-Day subdivision to any subdivision that would be developed on the 75 west / Tracy Brown property.  

Lee is satisfied with Jim’s explanation and will relay it to Mr. Tracy Brown.


NEW BUSINESS:
WHIT’S INN / GAMEROOM:
Zoning Administrator, Tim Guyer reported the latest update on the Gameroom at Whit’s Inn.  Tim states that everything is in order for the gameroom now, without the breezeway.  When a breezeway is added, the property will become one building.  Tim reports that both he and Fire Chief, Brian Hedrick inspected the gameroom today.
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WHIT’S INN / GAMEROOM:
Tim has not issued a Certificate of Occupancy yet, he has asked them to correct a few items.   The items being;  replace a missing switch box cover, install panic bar on the egress, the water heater is not
grounded properly and two GFI’s need to be put in.  Tim expects to be issuing the C of O by the end of the week.

825 SWEETBRIAR AVENUE / UNSAFE BUILDING / CHIMNEY:
Tim Guyer has been to 825 Sweetbriar with concerns about a brick chimney that is coming away from the house and is a danger.  It appears the chimney could fall at anytime and the neighbors are concerned for the safety of their children.  Tim states that the resident wants to fix the problem but realistically cannot afford to do so until mid summer. Tim cannot find a time limit in the Unsafe Building Ordinance 997.

Jeff Weaver asks if the chimney can be shored?  Tim replies, yes.  Lee states that the procedural ordinance will tell us the time limit.  Maribeth Alspach was in the audience and retrieved the procedural ordinance.  In the “Unsafe Building Warning Notice”, is stated “If the above stated action is not being pursued within fourteen (14) days of the date of this Notice.”  So the answer is fourteen (14) days.  Lee also stated that the resident can request a hearing.  Lee later suggested that since Tim has already cited the property, it may be appropriate at this point for Tim to issue a corrective order.  Tim could give the owner 30 days to begin corrective work and up to 60 days to finish.

OPEN TO THE PUBLIC:
Nothing from the public.

Rudy motioned to adjourn, Jeff seconded the motion.  Meeting adjourned at 7:15 p.m.
