Co-Chairman, Scott Alspach began the May meeting at 7:00 pm.  Members present were Jim Lasiter, Rudy Reading, Scott Alspach and Jeff Weaver.  Members Terry Spencer and Steve Hickman were not in attendance.  Attorney, Lee Robbins and Zoning Administrator, Tim Guyer were both in attendance.

MINUTES:
Rudy motioned to approve the minutes as presented from the April meeting.  Jeff seconded the motion. Vote was 4 affirmative.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
Six building permits were issued this month, total of $28,842.30.

OLD BUSINESS:
GRACEPOINT CHURCH:
Tim Guyer reports that the parking lot and concrete curb was poured yesterday at Gracepoint Church located at 330 Whiteland Road.  The concrete trucks ran over the curb, it will be fixed and the project completed by the end of the week.

CHIMNEY HAZARD AT 825 SWEETBRIAR AVENUE:
Tim Guyer reports that the gentleman residing at 825 Sweetbriar has applied for a permit to repair his chimney that is coming away from the structure of the house.  Tim released the permit today.

BOATS AND CAMPERS:
Lee Robbins passed out a previously proposed ordinance,  amending the limitations for boats and campers on the weekends.  The proposed amended ordinance was never adopted. Lee asked the members how much interest they have in amending the limitations.  There was a lot of discussion and the general consensus was not to change the current ordinance.  The discussion included how much time was spent on this ordinance back in 2006 with meetings involving the community.  Those meetings  went on for 3-4 months.  Now if we make an exception, it basically guts the ordinance of its original intent.  Exceptions aren’t popular because it leaves loopholes and everyone has exceptions, then eventually the ordinance has no substance.

WHIT’S INN – BREEZEWAY BETWEEN WHIT’S INN AND SUITE #1 IN TRACY PLAZA:
Tim Guyer states that he has received the State’s Release on the breezeway to connect Whit’s Inn to Suite #1 in Tracy Plaza.  They now have a Gameroom in Suite #1 and want to join the two buildings together with this proposed breezeway.  

Donna Richards is the Manager for Whit’s Inn and she was in attendance as well as Police Chief, Ed Stephenson and Fire Chief, Brian Hedrick.  The three of them approached the members and there was a lot of discussion.
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WHIT’S INN – BREEZEWAY BETWEEN WHIT’S INN AND SUITE #1 IN TRACY PLAZA:
Brian Hedrick was getting conflicting stories from the State.  He couldn’t get a clear answer if the State was going to require a sprinkling system, or just a firewall.  Tim Guyer reports that the State is only requiring a firewall.  The firewall has been designed by Hoffman Engineers.

Tim Guyer needs a stamped engineer drawing that includes the firewall before he can release the permit.

The breezeway will have 6’ doors on each side of it.  Tim Guyer and Brian Hedrick told Donna they must have panic doors on the two 6’ side doors, or break-a-ways.  

There was discussion about the need to cut a hole through the back wall of Whit’s Inn.  Donna needed to know if she should do it all under one permit or apply for two building permits.

Lee Robbins answered that she can amend the plan and re-submit it and apply for one building permit now.   Or if they don’t have to have the hole cut right now, get one permit now and another permit later for the hole, which will require another State Release.

Brian Hedrick asked about the occupancy load.  Donna replied that the State or Homeland Security has never actually told her.  Brian may get the occupancy load for Donna just because he is curious.

Donna Richards states that she wants to do the project right and according to the codes.
Donna also states that she wants Tim and Brian to inspect the firewall before she goes any further with the project.  Tim and Brian both replied, yes, that will be covered in the rough-in inspection.
Everyone seemed satisfied with the discussion and there were no more comments or questions.
