Chairman, Steve Hickman began the meeting at 7:00 p.m.  Members present were Rudy Reading, Jeff Weaver, Scott Alspach and Steve Hickman.  Members Jim Lasiter and Terry Spencer were both absent.  Attorney, Lee Robbins and Zoning Administrator, Tim Guyer were in attendance.
MINUTES:
Rudy motioned to accept the minutes as presented from the previous meeting.  Jeff seconded the motion.  Vote was 3 affirmative; Steve abstained from voting as he was absent last month.

ADMINISTRATOR'S REPORT:
Four (4) building permits were issued this month, total of $13,260.00.

OLD BUSINESS:
There was no old business.

NEW BUSINESS:
ROBIN RICE	837 WESTVIEW DRIVE
Robin Rice approached the Plan Commission with a petition of over 500 names, in an effort to change the rule of owning only 2 adult animals.  Ms. Rice and others are furious because they did not know about the 2 animal rule.  Ms. Rice and others believe this rule to be unfair.

Attorney, Lee Robbins states there are two separate authorities.  One is through the Plan Commission which is concerned zoning violations and the other is through the Town Council, concerning Town Codes.

Lee Robbins stated that Ms. Rice has received some tickets for having more than 2 dogs.  These tickets are a result of a neighbor complaining about a nuisance.  The Plan Commission has nothing to say about that, they are not the governing authority for that subject.

The Plan Commission shows the definition of a kennel as having 3 or more dogs, and a kennel is not a permitted use in residential zoning.  The tickets issued against Ms. Rice were through a nuisance violation law that is in the Town Codes.

Ms. Rice is maintaining a nuisance and the neighbors are complaining.  The Plan Commission meeting is not the place to address the issue.   Ms. Rice and her support group need to approach the Town Council about the change they are requesting.
