7:00 p.m.
Co-Chairman, Terry Spencer began the July meeting at 7:00 p.m.  Members present were Terry Spencer, Scott Alspach, Marshall Walker and Rudy Reading.  Members absent were Jeff Weaver and Jack West.  Attorney, Lee Robbins and Zoning Administrator, Tim Guyer were also present.
MINUTES:
Rudy motioned to approve the minutes as presented.  Marshall seconded the motion. Vote was 4 affirmative.

ADMINISTRATOR'S REPORT:
There were two reports, one from June and one from July.  The June Administrator's report had seven building permits issued, total of 418,405.00.  There were four building permits issued, total of 221,295.00.

OLD BUSINESS:
Steve Hickman was the Chairman of the Plan Commission and recently resigned due to taking an out of state job.  Terry Spencer is Co-Chairman and is willing to move to the Chairman position as long as everyone understands his work schedule.  Everyone said they understand.  

Rudy motioned to elect Scott Alspach for Co-Chairman.  Marshall seconded the motion.  Vote was 4 affirmative.  

GRACEPOINT CHURCH:
No one has made contact with Lee Robbins.  Last we heard was the church's attorney would contact Lee Robbins.  Lee states that New Whiteland doesn't have anything to say about it.  If the church is illegally dumping extra water, they shouldn't be.   Lee continued to say, what little we do know, we don't need to take the lead on this matter.

The Gracepoint Church's engineer submitted drainage calculations and Foresight Engineering also reviewed them.  Lee wonders if the construction was consistent with the building plans.  The Town of New Whiteland should remain receptive and see what becomes of the issue.

Jim Lasiter and some of the Public Works guys dug a trench and placed gravel in the trench.  It was gravel that the church bought, but used the labor of the Town.  The Town has tried to help remedy the problem.

NEW BUSINESS:
Tim Guyer mentioned the "For Sale" sign located at 133 Tracy Road.  I showed a picture to the board.  The sign needs to be removed, it is definitely over the size limit for a "For Sale" sign.
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CANCELLING A PLAN COMMISSION MEETING:
Scott motioned to cancel the scheduled Plan Commission meeting, if there is nothing on the agenda at the close of the day, the Monday before.  I will call all members if the meeting is to be cancelled due to no business.  Marshall seconded the motion.  Vote was 4 affirmative.

Maribeth was in the audience and mentioned that someone from the Plan Commission needs to be appointed to the Board of Zoning Appeals, since Steve Hickman also had to resign from that board. Rudy volunteered until someone else wants to take the position.  I asked Marshall if he would be interested, Marshall declined for the moment.

Rudy motioned to adjourn the July meeting.  Marshall seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned at 7:16 p.m.
