Scott Alspach began the August meeting at 7:00 p.m. Members present were Rudy Reading, Scott Alspach, Jeff Weaver, Marshall Walker and Jack West.  Member Terry Spencer was absent.  Attorney, Lee Robbins and Zoning Administrator, Tim Guyer were both in attendance.
MINUTES:
Rudy motioned to approve the minutes as presented.  Jeff seconded the motion.  Vote was 4 affirmative.  Jack West did not vote.

ADMINISTRATOR'S REPORT:
There were eleven building permits issued in August, total of $307,536.00.  More Arbor homes being built in Hilltop Farms.

OLD BUSINESS:
GRACEPOINT CHURCH
Nothing to report, no one has made contact with Lee.

NEW BUSINESS:
GARAGE SALE SIGNS:
 Connie Carwile who resides on Morningside requested to be put on the agenda to talk about garage sale signs, however she did not show up for the meeting.

BUSINESSES WHO SELL CARS THAT ARE NOT ZONED FOR AUTO SALES:
I asked for clarification on businesses that set vehicles out with a "For Sale" sign on them, when they are not zoned for auto sales.
For instance, Whit's Inn continues to place cars either in their parking lot or in the Right-Of-Way out by U.S. 31, that are for sale.  Sometimes they put the triangle signs on top of the cars.  I have addressed this before with them and they continue to do it.  I called them this week about it again, Donna said she would have it moved.  They moved it around the corner of the building. What should be done if anything.
Another problem was Jr. Patrick placing a Winnebago RV for sale in the parking lot at Coffee Junkiez.  I asked him to remove it.  Mr. Patrick did not remove the RV, he merely took the "For Sale" sign off of it and moved it to another location in the same parking lot.  Is this permissible?
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While we are on the subject, what about the previous "Pet Supplies" building.  They have around 6-7 junk vehicles that have sat there for a several years.  I will have the Police Department address that.
Lee Robbins answered me with this statement:  
If it is their personal vehicle, they own it and it is parked there temporarily, they might be okay. For example if the car happens to be for sale and you park it wherever you happen to be, then no harm done.  If it is anything more than that, then they cannot.  They cannot run a business selling cars.
Lee stated that auto sales is a Special Exception use under both GB1 and GB2.  Unless a Special Exception has been granted, all attempts to sell cars as a business are prohibited.
As for Jr. Patrick, he had the RV on display and he is not driving it around as a passenger car.  He has a used car lot right across the street he could park the RV there.  He needs to get it moved.
OPEN TO THE PUBLIC:

Jack West asked about roofers, since the recent hail storms, there are new roofs going on all over town.  Jack wants to make sure they are reputable.  Lee explained that there are no ordinances pertaining to roofers.  It is between the homeowner and the contractor.  We don't tell people where to get their cars fixed and we don't tell them what plumber to hire, so we aren't concerned with whom they hire to re-roof their house.  And there is no permit required to re-roof a house.
