NEW WHITELAND PLANNING COMMISSION
MARCH 26th, 2013

7:00 pm


Scott Alspach began the meeting at 7:00 pm.  Members present were Scott Alspach, Rudy Reading, Frank Telakowicz, Marshall Walker and Jeff Weaver.   Member Terry Spencer was not in attendance.   Attorney, Lee Robbins and Zoning Administrator, Tim Guyer were both in attendance.  Public Works Superintendent, Wendell Johnson was also in attendance.

MINUTES:
Jeff Weaver motioned to approve the minutes as presented from the last meeting in May of 2012.  Marshall seconded the motion.  Vote was 5 affirmative.

ADMINISTRATOR'S REPORT:
There were no building permits issued in January and February.  Only one permit issued in March for a driveway on Granada Place.  Value of construction is $4,800.00.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS:
CHAIRMAN:
Jeff Weaver motioned to elect Scott Alspach as Chairman of the board for 2013.
Marshall Walker seconded the motion.  Vote was 4 affirmative and 1 against.

CO-CHAIRMAN:
Scott motioned to elect Jeff Weaver for Co-Chairman.  Marshall seconded the motion. Vote was 5 affirmative.

OLD BUSINESS:	MILLSTONE SUBDIVISION & WHITELAND ROAD
Zoning Administrator, Tim Guyer states that in 2005 there was discussion about the Millstone subdivision and an entrance on Whiteland Road.

Recently a plan was submitted to the Town of New Whiteland from Northpointe Engineering, representing Greg Allen, showing a blister lane on the north side of Whiteland Road.  That blister lane was not in the original plans that were approved in April of 2005.

Tim and Wendell Johnson have discussed this issue and a couple of things are different now than what it was in 2005.  For one thing, there is more traffic on Whiteland Road and a "no left turn" sign really won't be affective with the volume of traffic that Whiteland Road experiences. People will still stop to turn left and that will cause traffic to back up at the stop sign at Mooreland Drive, especially during rush hour.

Tim and Wendell discussed a couple of options, such as;

a)	 moving the entrance to Centerline Road and eliminate the blister lane 
	on Whiteland 	Road
b)	no gravel used for island at entrance. Black top about 10' back, so gravel does not 	cause a problem, if they do keep the entrance on Whiteland Road.

Wendell is referring to the island at the entrance to Millstone off of Whiteland Road. That gravel will get carried out onto Whiteland Road.  Wendell is concerned with gravel catching in the snow plows, as they plow Whiteland Road.

Wendell stated that originally Greg Allen stated there would be no cutting on the north side of Whiteland Road.  Wendell states he thinks it will be dangerous for someone on Whiteland Road to use the blister lane, if another car is coming out from Lynwood Drive onto Whiteland Road.

Frank Telakowicz states that the blister lane did not look big enough.  Frank is also concerned about an emergency vehicle entering the entrance off of Whiteland Road with an island in the middle of the entrance to Millstone.

Tim Guyer asked how long is a study traffic good?  Things have changed since 2005.

Lee Robbins and other members noticed that the two blister lanes don't line up with one another.  Two New Whiteland residents would have their yard ate up by this blister lane.  Lee states that is a dirty trick on those homeowners.

Lee states that one option is to ask for a current traffic study.  There is no one here tonight to represent this project.   No one from Greg Allen's office or Northpointe Engineering.

This latest plan was dropped off.  The Plan Commission has taken the time to meet and consider this blister lane, but no one from Millstone is here to discuss any other alternatives.

Lee asked if there is any development planned that would go toward the east and maybe come out at Mooreland Drive? No one knew that answer.

Scott Alspach motioned to revoke the approval in 2005 and deny the request of the current plan for a blister lane on the north side of Whiteland Road.
