NEW WHITELAND PLANNING COMMISSION

July 23, 2013
7:00 p.m.

Chariman, Scott Alspach began the July meeting at 7:00 p.m.  Members present were Jeff Weaver, Marshall Walker, Frank Telakowicz and Scott Alspach.  Member Terry Spencer was absent.  Attorney, Lee Robbins and Zoning Administrator, Tim Guyer were both in attendance.

MINUTES:
Frank motioned to accept the minutes from the April meeting as presented.  Marshall seconded the motion.  Vote was 4 affirmative. There was no meeting in May or June.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
Two building permits were issued in July, total of $2,700.00.

OLD BUSINESS
[bookmark: _GoBack]MINER COLLISION PROPERTY:
Lee informed the members that the Town was in the process of re-platting the Miner property in preparation to purchase some of the property.  Ray Skillman has offered to buy all of it, so the Town has withdrawn from the purchase agreement.

Ray Skillman will have to come and ask for a Special Exception for auto sales. Tim Guyer states that he has been contacted by an electrical contractor working on a quote to do work for Ray Skillman.  Tim Guyer has heard nothing from Ray Skillman.

Lee stated that auto sales is a use deemed to be permitted with a Special Exception.  One member thought it would be a good idea to write Ray Skillman a letter making them aware of the required Special Exception.

MILLSTONE SUBDIVISION:
This subject is tabled until next month.  They are doing a traffic study on Whiteland Road and it is not yet complete.

Marshall Walker asked if it was determined who would own the center of the road on Whiteland Road.  Lee shares the same question, but not sure about the answer.  Both jurisdictions should work together.  There was discussion.  Lee stated that at some time, a legal description will be written.
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NEW BUSINESS
GARAGE SALE SIGNS:
Member, Terry Spencer was not present and he was the one who brought this subject up at a Town Council meeting.  There was no one from the community in the audience.  The people who complained and wanted a change was not present.  John Perrin and Wendell Johnson were the only two in the audience.

Lee stated he looked into the surrounding communities to see what they do with garage sale signs.   Their rules are all the same and very similar to our rules, one sign limited to the premise only.

I read the current ordinance on garage sale signs.  There was discussion.  The Plan Commission voted to change the size of the garage sale sign from four (4) square feet to something a little bigger.

Fines were discussed.  The Plan Commission decided to impose fines as follows:
1st offense		$25.00
2nd offense		$50.00
3rd offense		$100.00

APPOINT MEMBER TO BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS:
Scott mentioned that Rudy Reading had been the Plan Commission member appointed to the Board of Zoning, and he has moved out of New Whiteland.  The Plan Commission needs to appoint someone to the BZA.  Frank Telakowicz volunteered to serve on the Board of Zoning Appeals.

Marshall Walker motioned to appoint Frank to the Board of Zoning Appeals to replace Rudy.  Jeff Weaver seconded the motion.  Vote was 4 affirmative.

UNSAFE BUILDING AT 1022 WARWICK ROAD:
Tim Guyer reports there is an unsafe carport located at 1022 Warwick.  Tim deems it an emergency, neighbors have seen children playing on the property.  Tim states the house is vacant.  The unsafe portion is a lean to/carport attached to a garage at the back of the house.
The lean to has totally collapsed and is unsafe for anyone to be around.

Lee states if the town issues an order of demolition, there must be a hearing, anything else we give them a 7-10 day notice. Being that it is deemed an emergency, and the Town has knowledge of this hazard, the Town should act swiftly.  Lee advised Tim and Wendell to take action as soon as tomorrow morning.  Lee will help with the post action hearing notice.
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Wendell will be out of the office tomorrow, which is Wednesday, July 24th.  Wendell said give him until Thursday and he will have it tore down.
