We were down approximately 100 motorcycles from last year due to the weather.  Between the weather and the economy Maribeth is very pleased with the amount raised for Proctor Park.  At this time the Eagles have not committed to hosting a ride for us next year.  We did have several positive comments on the family events that were added this year – vendors and rides.  Having the ride start at Southside Harley Davidson and stop at Mann’s were great additions to this year’s ride.  The staff at Southside was a huge help with setting up registration and the coffee and doughnuts were greatly appreciated.  Also the coverage by Steel Horse was awesome – thanks again Southside!  This year’s auction was a big success as was the hog roast – thank you Chip Sturgeon and Bob Christy.  The food as always was wonderful!  Thank you Eagles grill masters.  Thanks as well to Frank Vaughn and the Indiana National Guard for the tents and the rock climbing wall (which was a real crowd pleaser).
T-Shirts

We have approximately 50 shirts left from this year’s ride.  We have reduced the price to $5 and will sell them here at the town hall.  We have several of the patches left as well and will sell those for $3 a piece.  There are approximately 125 of last year’s shirts left – we will use them as give away items at future events.

Uno’s Chicago Grill

The fundraiser on May 14th was not well attended or people forgot to take their fliers.  Uno’s said they only had about $175 in sales which would raise $26.25 for Proctor Park.  Uno’s has several dates open if we decide to try again.

Johnson County Fair Booth

The committee votes to have a booth again at this year’s County Fair.  It is a great opportunity to promote the park.  Members will look for donated items that could be raffled off at our booth.  Sue Galloway will work on recruiting volunteers to man the booth.  The dates for the Fair are July 19 – 25.  Cost for booth 7 table rental is $177.00.

Maribeth will put together a schedule for volunteers and send it out.  Fair hours are 11:30 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. daily.
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Johnson County Community Foundation
Maribeth submitted our grant request package in the amount of $20,000 for the sidewalks in Proctor Park on March 30th.  There has been no response so far.
