There is some concern about being able to have adequate coverage at the fair as our number of committee members have dwindled.  After much discussion it is decided that if we can get a refund on our booth rental we will not have a booth at the fair this summer.  If a refund is not possible we will work as many hours as we can cover with volunteers.  Maribeth will contact the Johnson County Fair and report back via email to the committee.
Johnson County Community Foundation
Maribeth submitted our grant request package in the amount of $20,000 for the sidewalks in Proctor Park on March 30th.  There has been no response so far.  Maribeth believes that due to the economic situation most grants are being directed to food pantries and organizations that help defray the cost of housing, utilities and activities for children.
