Proctor Memorial Park
Committee Meeting

October 14, 2010
Maribeth Alspach opened the meeting at 5:30 p.m. and welcomed all members.   There were thirteen people in attendance.  
Maribeth starts by thanking all of those in attendance for their faithfulness and hard work.  She reports that the sidewalks were completed this week and the water line and handicap water fountain have been installed as well.  The remaining items on the list to complete Proctor Park are; rip rap for around the pond, fish to stock the pond, and the annual maintenance cost of the flags.  Those items total $25,000.00.

Maribeth shares an email from John Jessen, with Jessen Funeral Homes, outlining some Veterans projects he is or has been involved with.

Fundraiser
The purpose of tonight’s meeting is to plan for 2011 and decide on a fundraiser.  At our June meeting we decided to have 2 events in 2011; a fundraiser and a separate Veteran’s Service to be held at Proctor Park combined with a possible Community Celebration.  All members were asked to consider possible fundraisers and bring their ideas back tonight.
Maribeth thanks Tom Bland of the Johnson County Eagles for attending tonight’s meeting.  The Eagles co-hosted our first 2 fundraisers.  Tom states that the Eagles did six (6) charity rides this year with each ride averaging approximately $8,000.00.  The Eagles have not set their schedule for 2011 but do have three (3) rides that they host every year.  Tom would like to have a ride on the weekend of 9/11 but thinks that his members would like to donate the proceeds to a Veteran group rather than Proctor Park.  Many people believe the park is finished and don’t realize there is still work left to be done.  Frank Vaughn talks about the ING Relief Fund that helps soldiers from all branches with expenses such as rent, medical costs, food, utilities, etc.  Tom asks Frank to email him more information that he can take back to the Eagles.  There is some discussion of holding a Ride and a Grand Prix on the same day with the Community Celebration events and vendors in the field between the 2 properties.

A discussion flows on holding a 2nd Annual Grand Prix.  Scott asks if there would be any way to rent Mike’s karts but actually have a Street Race through the East Park instead of at the track.  Mike says it can be done but would require a lot more work – setting up and monitoring the “track”.  There would be a lot more clean –up after the event.  It could create some traffic issues for some residents and would certainly be a challenge for insurance purposes.  Discussion focuses on ways to streamline the Grand Prix so that there is more open track time for challenge races and individual kart racing.  Mike and Frank are going to contact some of the Indy Car Series teams to see if we could get a couple of drivers to come in for challenge races next year.
Veterans Service

Committee agrees that we would like to schedule this event for late September or early October.  We would plan for a service around 10:00 – 11:00 a.m. that Saturday morning followed by a small carnival type event and food.  We would need a guest speaker, to coordinate transportation with CPCSC, to work on a menu or food vendor, solicit entertainment and possible vendors.
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Next Meeting
The next meeting will be November 18, 2010 at 5:30 p.m.  Frank, Mike and Tom will report back on what responses they have had from the folks they are contacting.  Dates for the fundraiser and the Veterans Service will be determined on the 18th.
Being no other business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:30 p.m.
