Committee Meeting

November 18, 2010
Maribeth Alspach opened the meeting at 5:30 p.m. and welcomed all members.   There were eight people in attendance.  
Maribeth reports that our current account balance is $2,179.53 and that we have an outstanding invoice for $800 which will leave a balance of $1,379.53.  The invoice is for the replacement whale rider for Proctor Park that was recently vandalized.  The original piece was made out of plastic and the replacement is metal which makes it less likely to be damaged.  However, we are having trouble figuring out how to mount it to the original hardware and base.  Maribeth thanks Paul Ross and the National Bank of Indianapolis for the $500 donation they made to help pay for this piece of equipment.
Maribeth shares emails from Tom Bland and Julie Bascom regarding the items that we are discussing this evening.  Both of these folks are planning to attend tonight’s meeting but may be late.
Response to Eagle’s Questions

Question #1: If the Eagles join the Proctor Park Grand Prix, would the Proctor’s mind if we call it the Joey Proctor ride?  Committee believes this would be up to the Eagles and the Proctor’s not this committee.
Question #2: Would we request an ISP escort for the ride?  Committee would like clarification on where the money from the ride will be donated.  Will any money from this event go to the park?  Scott says he can make the request but can’t guarantee anything.

Question #3:  Would the committee agree to the September 11th weekend?  Committee needs to check the Indy Car schedule to see if any of the drivers or teams would be available that weekend.
Fundraiser
Committee decides to plan for a 2nd Grand Prix in 2011.  A copy of the Indy Car schedule is presented and various dates are discussed.  The weekend of September 11th will not work as there is a race in Japan on September 18th and the cars and their drivers leave about 10 days prior to the event.
The first choice date is July 30th with an alternate date of July 16th.  Both dates are Saturdays and would have the following day (Sunday) as a rain date.  Mike and Frank are checking with the racing teams to see if one date works better than the other.

It is decided that the committee will provide food at the event – menu to be determined.  We could fix hotdogs, hamburgers, brats, chips and sodas, water and Gatorade or look for a sponsor to provide dinner like we had at last year’s event.  We need to check with Patti to see if she thinks she could get 2-3 hogs donated if we want to do a hog roast again.  We will also have a Kids Zone with games and activities for any children who attend but will not have rides or vendors at this event.

Other possible fundraisers are discussed including an event at Otte Golf or a car show at the VFW.
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Veterans Service

Committee discusses possible dates for this event.  The date of September 10th is discussed to coincide with the Eagles Ride.  All committee members are asked to check their schedules to see what their availability would be that weekend.  Frank will check with MG Umbarger as to his availability to speak.  Maribeth will check with Dr. Caress about parking and possible shuttle service to and from the school parking lots.  Committee would be willing to pay for the shuttle service.  We also need to check with the Town to see if they would be willing to close Tracy Road or limit traffic on it part of the day like they did during the dedication ceremony.  We would ask the Whiteland VFW to participate and possibly provide the Color Guard and anything else they wanted to contribute to the service. Tentative schedule would be:
