Committee Meeting

March 3, 2010
Maribeth Alspach opened the meeting at 5:30 p.m. and welcomed all members. We had eleven people in attendance.  
Booth Rental
Jenny Brebberman received booth rental forms from Greenwood.  The form has been revised to reflect the fees that the committee had approved and the dates and times of our event.  One change that is suggested is that for late registration (after May 16th) an increase of $25 per booth space.  Committee approves.  It is also suggested that we add a line stating that if a booth operator needs a power supply they will need to provide their own generator.  Maribeth will make changes to the form and get it posted to the web site and email it to all committee members.
Proctor Park Memorial Grand Prix
Maribeth passes out revised marketing materials prepared by Crystal.  We have 34 tickets left to sell and they will be sold on a first come first serve basis.  Maribeth encourages each committee member to sell 2 tickets within the next 3 weeks.  All ticket sales are tax deductible.

Sponsors
Maribeth reports that she has received a Bronze Level Sponsor check from One Source Insurance and from the Proctor Family.  She has also received a Proctor Partner Level Sponsor check from Bright & Williamson Insurance.  She & Mike Swails met with Dave Martin last Friday.  Mr. Martin owns two trucking companies and he indicated that he may be a Corporate Sponsor.  Mr. Martin stopped in this morning but I was on the phone and he was supposed to come back later today but didn’t.  Maribeth will report any news on this sponsorship as soon as she hears from Mr. Martin.  Maribeth also spoke with Heartland Bank and they did not commit to an amount but did indicate that they would sponsor again this year.
Hog Roast
Maribeth and Mike Swails had a meeting last Friday with Dave Martin and Tim Whitaker at the Whit’s Inn to see if they would be a Sponsor of this year’s event or purchase tickets for the Grand Prix.  Eddie & April Proctor attended the meeting as well.  Whit’s Inn has offered to cater the Hog Roast – cook the pork on site – provide side dishes, baked beans, slaw, chips and the paper goods – at no cost as their donation to our event.  All that they ask in return is to be able to hand out fliers advertising a band they will have playing at their bar later that night.  Committee is thrilled at their generosity.  We will need to work on getting canned soft drinks donated.  This is huge!
Veteran’s Service

There is no update on this at this time.  We have not heard anything from Congressman Pence’s office.  Mike Swails has an aerial picture of the facility and there is some discussion as to how we would set up the service.  Maribeth also reports that she has been researching the cost to have “Challenge Coins” made with the Proctor Park logo to give to any Veteran’s in attendance at the service that day.
