Veteran’s Service

Col. Barry Richmond will be our keynote speaker.   The Whiteland VFW Is providing a Color Guard, Charles Howard will deliver the invocation and is contacting Senator Greg Walker to invite him to join us and make a few brief remarks.  Southpointe Church will provide the sound system.  Sue Galloway will arrange for a soloist for the National Anthem and will recruit NJHS members to distribute challenge coins to our attending veterans.  Maribeth has left messages for Mike Venne and Tom Bland to see if the Patriot Guard would like to assist or participate in some way.  Maribeth will follow up with the group in Brown County about bringing a bald eagle to the 
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service and display it on stage during the National Anthem in exchange for booth space at our event.  
Challenge Coins

Maribeth Distributes copies of the various finishes and the new quotes from coinsforanything.com.  The committee decides on the 2” coin in the antique brass finish with color on both sides.  Maribeth will order proof artwork tomorrow.  Once the proof is approved we will order as many coins as our $1,000 donation will allow.  Once the proof is approved production takes 20 business days.

Advertising
Maribeth hopes to take all of our information to Crystal Graphics by May 5th.  We are still waiting on confirmation from COLTS in Motion and HANK FM or WKKG and collecting the logos of all Sponsors or businesses that purchased Grand Prix tickets so that they can be included on our marketing materials.
If we sell all of our Grand Prix tickets and rent 40 – 50 booths we will be able to also do the Daily Journal and the Cable TV advertising.

Banners

Jenny Brebberman of KeyBank had inquired about banners.  We approached the Whiteland Town Council about putting a banner across Whiteland Road and they gave their approval on April 12th but we are waiting on Town Manager, Dennis Capozzi’s approval from their insurance carrier regarding any liability.  We have received quotes from 3 vendors and the cheapest quote is $463.33 for a double sided banner 20’ x 3’.  Once we get Whiteland’s final approval we would also need to get approval from Bargersville Utilities to attach the banner to their utility poles.  KeyBank had offered to possibly pay for the banner if their logo was included on it.   This is the advertising mechanism used by Greenwood’s Freedom Festival.  Steve Beauprez at the VFW is also checking with one of his vendors to see about getting banners donated and will contact Maribeth as information becomes available..

NJHS may hold a fundraiser at Gander Mountain after May 15th.
