Volunteers: Volunteer lists are distributed.  Committee members are encouraged to sign up for the locations and times they wish to work on both Saturday and Sunday (Rain Date).  Sue will take copies of the lists to the NJHS Car Wash on May 21st and recruit volunteers to fill the empty spots.
Sponsors: - we have received 2 sponsorship checks; one from O’Reilly Auto Parts and the other from Heartland Bank.  There are 16 hole sponsorships still available.  Sponsors will provide a campaign type sign with their information on it to be placed at their sponsored hole.  They may also set up a small table and hand out materials or freebies but will not be permitted to sell anything.  Cost of sponsorship is $100.00 / hole.

Prizes / Awards: - Charles volunteers to organize the Putting Contest and to solicit prizes for that event.  Prizes will also be needed for the Driving Contest.
Proctor Park Booth: - will have brick order forms, challenge coins and bracelets for sale.

Marketing: - the committee selects a design for the postcards and Maribeth will order them tomorrow.  Maribeth will apply for a permit for a Yard Sign for Otte Golf.  Once the itinerary is finalized we will work on posters.
Radio Station: KORN Country Radio has offered to promote our event, do a morning interview, provide some give away items at the event, provide some amusement park tickets for our raffle and broadcast live on site from 12:00 to 3:00 for $465.00.  Committee will look for sponsors to cover this cost but approves the contract amount and will pay for the contract if a Lead Sponsor is not found.  Maribeth will notify Keith Maddox at KORN Country.
Corn Hole Tournament: - Patti will check with her husband to see if he will oversee this and if so set a time for the tournament for our itinerary.  This event would also need prizes.

Bracelets: - the Honoring Our Heroes bracelets have arrived.  They may be purchased at the Town Hall or committee members may sign them out to sell.  We have 400 adult size and 200 youth size bracelets and they will sell for $2 each.  If we run out before either event we can order more.
Kohl’s Cares:  Maribeth has approached Kohl’s to ask for volunteers.  They need a 501©3 number which the town does not have.  Maribeth met with the Johnson County Community Foundation today and is setting up a fund through them so that we are under the umbrella of their 501©3.
Food: Otte Golf will be serving hotdogs, hamburgers, brats, slaw, chips and drinks from Noon until 7:00 p.m.  There will be ice cream and drinks available all day as well.

Celebrities: Local celebrities Ellis Johnson (retired COLTS player), Bob Glidden, Steve Dillman and Don Davis will be on site from 5 – 7 p.m. to sign autographs.
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Mason G Band: They will perform live from 4 – 7 p.m.
