Booths

If not, he will try and send a raffle item.  We do have free Colts posters to hand out.  We are still waiting on confirmation from the Colts cheerleaders as well as Josh Bleill.  If Josh can attend he will sell and autograph copies of his book “One Step at a Time”.
Advertising
Decision is made to not advertise in the newspaper.  Advertising is being done electronically by both the Franklin and Greenwood Chambers of Commerce and Clark-Pleasant Schools.  Sue notes that the NJHS will be having a tent at the September 2nd home football game and they will be handing out our fliers.  Fliers need to be delivered to area VFW and American Legion Posts.
Parking – Transportation

The CPCSC Board has approved our request to use their parking lots and two (2) of their shuttle busses.  Maribeth met with Dr. Caress, the school will provide two drivers and we will pay them their hourly rate unless they choose to donate their time.  Pastor Sanders at New Whiteland Baptist has offered the use of their parking lot if we need to use it and the use of their 15 passenger bus and a driver if we are busier than expected that day.  We are waiting on a response for the WCHS soccer coach for instructions on the soccer field parking lot to determine if we need to restrict parking in that area.  If so we will need to post volunteers at that location to assist with traffic control.
Volunteers

Signup sheets are distributed.  Sue Galloway will solicit some additional help from the NJHS students and their families.
Park Clean-Up / Work Day

Maribeth notes that the Public Works employees have spent a lot of time preparing the park for our upcoming event and they have several things scheduled to accomplish before 
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September 10th including power washing the monuments and sidewalks and installing a concrete pad for the port-o-lets. Maribeth is getting pricing for some signage identifying the two Eagle Scout projects along with the shelter house labor donated by the Navy Seabees and the Indiana National Guard personnel during a weekend drill.  Committee sets Thursday night, September 8th from 5 – 7 p.m. as our pre-event clean-up to “spruce up” the park.

Eagle Scout Project
Maribeth reports that Chris Hauser has completed his Eagle Scout project at Proctor Park.  It includes four (4) new benches, a pair of bat houses and a seating wall and memorial garden.  It is such a great asset to the park and many hours were spent by Chris, his family and his scout troop completing it.  Committee asks that Chris be invited to lead the Pledge of Allegiance at our Memorial Service on September 10th.

Stone Donation
Children playing in or on the water feature in our Veterans Memorial have broken the slate covers on the pumps.  Why people would be so disrespectful to do this is unimaginable. General Shale donated and delivered new stone for the water feature and it has been installed.  Cameras have been installed in the park to identify the people or children playing in the water feature and damaging the playground equipment.  Maribeth will check on the price for a sign for the monument to state the obvious – “Stay out of the Water Feature Area”.
Pond Fountain 
We are currently seeking pricing on a new fountain for the pond.  The fountain is around $4,000 but we are waiting to see if they will offer a discount.  There is a smaller fountain for $1,000 as well.  We are hoping to be able to get a fountain installed before September 10th if funding is available.

1. Rascals – Patti has spoken with Rick and he is willing to do a fundraiser.  He will provide fliers for us to distribute – each flier is good for up to 10 people.  The flier entitles the customer to two (2) hours of activities at Rascals for $13.75.  Patti will see if she can get fliers for the NJHS students to hand out on September 2nd.
