Honoring Our Heroes Ride
Committee Meeting

May 10, 2012
Maribeth Alspach opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m. and welcomed everyone.  There were nine members in attendance.  Those attending included:
Tom Bland representing the Eagle Riders.

The date of the 2012 Honoring Our Heroes Ride has been confirmed.  It will be held on Saturday, June 23rd – rain or shine. The Ride will be to honor all of our heroes, demonstrate our gratitude and support for all who have or are currently serving in our military, recognize and honor the Patriot Guard for all that they do for the families of our fallen heroes and support our local VFW.
Proceeds of this Ride would benefit both Proctor Park and the Whiteland VFW.  
The cost of the Ride is $20 / bike and $10 / passenger.  Price includes a t-shirt and a meal while supplies last.  Passengers will only get the meal – t-shirts will be given to the $20 bike registrants.  If there are extra shirts they will be available for sale at the VFW at the end of the ride.
Marketing

We have about 100 of our 2,000 fliers left.  Tom Bland will check with Southside to see if we need to order more.  Maribeth dropped off additional fliers at Mann’s.
Yard signs have been distributed and Steve Beauprez has ordered banners that should be in next week.
Maribeth has approved proofs from the Daily Journal for color ads.  Ads will run May 19th, 28th, June 9th and 16th.  We will run a thank-you ad for our donors, sponsors and co-hosts on June 30th.
T-Shirts
There is more discussion on what quantity of shirts to order.  Tom Bland will check with the Legion Riders to see if they will be joining our ride.  Tom will notify Maribeth of their response.
Patches
Maribeth shows the patches to the committee.  A patch will be given to each patriot Guard Rider – remaining patches will be available for $5 each at the VFW.  Tom has a seamstress who will be on site at the VFW to sew patches on for a fee.
Sponsors

More than 200 sponsorship packages have been mailed out.  We have received nineteen (19) sponsorships totaling $3,950.00!  Pledges of another $1,700.00 have been received.

Maribeth states she would like to raise $10,000.00 in sponsorship fees for this event.  Tom Bland has four (4) potential sponsors at $100 each and Maribeth thinks she has three (3) additional businesses that will sponsor. Any sponsor or donation amount of $100 or more will entitle the donor to having their name placed on our t-shirts.  Silent Auction donations or food donations valued at $100 or more will qualify for being included on our shirts.

Meal
Steve Beauprez has put together a menu.  Dinner will include a pulled pork sandwich, sweet corn and baked beans.  Cost of the meal will be $5 per person and will not include a beverage.  Water, soda and alcohol will be available for purchase – all drink sales go directly to the VFW.  The Proctor Park Committee will provide cashiers for those who want to eat but did not ride in our Ride.  Tickets will be distributed for meals rather than using the wristbands.
Route
Tom has made a minor correction to the route.  Registration will be at Southside Harley-Davidson from 10 – 11:30 a.m. (Registration forms are available online if people want to pre-register).  Ride will leave promptly at 11:30 and will make two (2) stops; the first at Mann’s Harley-Davidson and the second at Proctor Park.  A portion of Tracy Road will be closed for approximately 90 minutes from 2:30 until 4:00 for this event.  Scott has been in contact with the Sheriff’s Department and they have agreed to assist us with any of these intersections on the 23rd.  
Tom Bland needs contact information for MSGT Hazelwood when Frank returns from St. Louis.

Auction / Raffles

We will need a copy of the VFW gaming license on site at each of the stops where a 50 / 50 raffle will take place.  Steve Beauprez will provide a copy of the license.

We are still in need of silent auction items.  Maribeth encourages committee members to solicit donations.  The auction has been a big money maker for us during past events.
Vendors

Blast Masters, the company that does all of the bricks for Proctor Park will be on site at the VFW to take brick orders.  They will also have specialty pavers for sale or take custom orders for those as well.
Entertainment
Steve Beauprez is working on both a DJ and a live band for this event.  Live music will stop after the auction closes.
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Volunteers
Volunteers will be needed to assist with registration and waiver paperwork from 9:00 – 11:30 a.m. on the 23rd.  We would also need volunteers to cashier and to assist with the auction, the Proctor Park table and any field events when we return to the VFW possibly from 3:00 – 8:00 p.m.  Maribeth will create sign-up sheets for volunteers.
