PROCTOR PARK COMMITTEE MEETING

July 20, 2014
The meeting was held at Small Town Pizza in Greenwood. There were 15 in attendance.

Financial Report

Our current balance is $14,702.73.  Of that amount $2,011.00 is in our account with the Johnson County Community Foundation.  The first pillar has been paid for. The cost for the remaining 5 pillars will run $16,000.00.  This does not include the cost of the limestone caps.  That cost has yet to be determined.  We believe we need to raise at least $5,000 more to cover the cost of materials.  This will not include printing expenses for marketing materials or advertising.
Fundraisers

Terry Sherard at Otte Golf is hosting an event for us from 2 -6 p.m. on September 14th.  He will donate all proceeds from the miniature golf course during our event.  He will also allow us to use his grills to cook hotdogs or hamburgers and he will provide a wading pool for the chip shot challenge contest. We can do a hole in one contest on hole #10 if we want.  Maribeth is looking for a few vintage cars to display, as well as some other activities or attractions to help draw families to this event.  

Maribeth has order forms for the mini yard signs that Spotlight Strategies is donating. The signs will be laminated and will have a generic patriotic background that ties in with our other materials. The stands or wire stakes come with the signs.  Committee has set the cost of the signs at $25 each.  Signs can be used to honor a Veteran, show support for our troops or carry the name of a business that is supporting our project.  The signs will be displayed during the golf outing and then will be collected and used again at the dedication ceremony on September 27th.  After that ceremony the signs can be taken by the person, business or family that paid for them.  Maribeth encourages committee to solicit orders for these signs.  Sign orders must be turned in by September 3rd.
Buster Jeffers states that Whit’s Inn is offering to hold a spaghetti dinner fundraiser for the Vietnam Veterans Memorial Project.  Buster will set a date and get back with the committee.  Date will probably be in August.

Committee members have been setting up a table at Cheeseburger in Paradise from 6:00 to 8:30 on Tuesday nights.  This is biker night and several groups are there promoting their rides.  Biker’s night runs through August 19th.  There are still 2 open Tuesdays that we need volunteers to cover.  Tom & Cindy Bland sign up for one of the open dates.
Ken Sears, Athletic Director at Clark Pleasant Schools has agreed to allow us to set up a table at the August 29th and September 12th WCHS football games.  We will promote both the Otte Golf and the Welcome Home Ride events.
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Indiana National Guard Warrant Officer Class Project

The work date for this project is Saturday, August 2nd.  The class and volunteers will arrive around 11:00 a.m. and this is a 6 hour project.  Whit’s Inn is providing either sloppy joes or pulled pork, buns, slaw and the paper goods.  The Point Church is providing hotdogs, buns condiments and bottled water.  Mark & Jill Trina will provide chips and individually wrapped dessert items.  The Vaughn’s and the Alspach’s will provide cases of Gatorade and ice. We are planning for 40 people.  Lunch will be served from 12:00 to 1:00.  No volunteer labor is needed for this event, however committee members are encouraged to stop by and thank these heroes for the work they are doing at Proctor Park.

Dedication Service.

Sammy Davis and Governor Mike Pence are both unavailable.  Governor Pence is sending a letter to be read during the ceremony.  Maribeth has issued an invitation to Congressman Todd Young.  Sue Galloway has invited the CPMS Choir to perform the National Anthem and the Scouts will lead the Pledge of Allegiance.  Rolling Thunder has offered to provide the Silent Roll Call.  Frank Vaughn is working with the National Guard to get a bugler and an Honor Guard to do a 21 gun salute.  Maribeth will get pricing for a tent for elderly attendees and/or Veterans.  Frank Vaughn will check with South Pointe Church to see if we can use their sound system.
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Raffle and Auction Items

Maribeth shares packets she has prepared that explain our project and ask for sponsorships, or raffle or silent auction donations as well as items to place in “goodie bags” for our riders.  Maribeth encourages committee members to pick up packets and share them with vendors that might partner with us in some way.  
Tom Bland provides contact information for two businesses he has talked to who want to donate or participate in some way.  Tom asks Maribeth to follow up with both of them.

Tom also suggests posting our event on radio station 106.1 The River.  Maribeth did that on June 20th.  Tom provides an email address for someone at the station for her to contact about a possible interview.

The Indianapolis Red Bull GP is Sunday, August 10th at the Indianapolis Motor Speedway.  Tom states that downtown Indy will be filled with motorcycle riders on both Friday and Saturday nights, August 8th and 9th and suggests trying to secure a location that we could set up a table and hand out Save the Date cards.  Frank Vaughn will contact the gentleman that oversees Monument Circle to see if we could reserve space for those two days.  If so, we will need to order more Save the Date cards ASAP.  We will also need volunteers to man the table and hand out cards.
Our next meeting is scheduled for August 24, 2014 at 6:00 p.m. at Small Town Pizza on Declaration Drive in Greenwood.  The pizza place is at the far end of a strip mall that sits south of Kroger behind the McDonalds and Donato’s pizza off US 31.
