August 24, 2014
The meeting was held at Small Town Pizza in Greenwood. There were 17 in attendance.

Financial Report

Our current balance is $17,781.73.  Of that amount $2,011.00 is in our account with the Johnson County Community Foundation.  We have raised $1,790.00 towards the $2,500 Corporate Challenge issued by Patriot Tactical.  Both Maribeth and Tom have verbal commitments of $250 sponsorships and Tom delivers a $100 check for the Eagle Riders in Lafayette at tonight’s meeting. We are just over $100 from meeting the challenge!
Fundraisers

Terry Sherard at Otte Golf is hosting an event for us from 2 -6 p.m. on September 14th.  Sue Galloway will recruit some NJHS volunteers for this event (grillers, servers, hole in one contest & chipping contest).  We will have music provided by TJ and Hooch, face painting and a balloon artist.  Maribeth is looking for a few vintage cars to display and is waiting to hear back from Colts in Motion to see if they can bring their trailer.  Sandy is bringing a couple of vintage motorcycles.
Maribeth encourages committee to solicit orders for these signs.  Sign orders must be turned in by September 3rd.
Ken Sears, Athletic Director at Clark Pleasant Schools has agreed to allow us to set up a table at the August 29th and September 12th WCHS football games.  We will promote both the Otte Golf and the Welcome Home Ride events.

We will have a table at the Greenwood Municipal Airport Family Aviation Festival and Grace on Wings Hog Roast on September 20th from 9 – 3.

Jeff Crotty with Lucas Oil is going to distribute fliers and Save the Date cards at the Bike Fest in Bean Blossom the first week of September.

Construction Schedule

Danny Wilson, Darlene Cheek and Brad Hoffmann have been working hard on the memorial.  3 of the 6 pillars are complete except for the limestone caps.  Mark and Jill Trina have been working hard getting the bricks blasted with the 1,532 names.  Maribeth thanks all of these folks.  Mark states they have the bricks for the 4th pillar done and should have the ones for pillar number 5 finished early this week.  Danny and Tom will go pick up the bricks for pillar 4 after tonight’s meeting and Danny will get it built tomorrow. Mark adds that 3 of the limestone caps are finished.  Tom Bland will be helping set the limestone caps when all of the pillars are completed.
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SSgt Neal Lord, Jr.

A resident has requested that her uncle’s name be added to the new memorial.  He was killed in Vietnam on May 7, 1970.  Mr. Lord attended Whiteland Schools but graduated from Southport. He is buried in Greenwood.  Frank Vaughn explains that Mr. Lord was deployed 3 times.  His final deployment was from California and he is listed on their KIA list.  Frank notes that his name has been added to the Indiana memorial in Indianapolis and that all of the documentation provided verifies that he was an Indiana native.  Committee approves adding a brick with Mr. Lord’s name to the back of the center pillar.
Welcome Home Ride

Maribeth encourages members to take fliers and get them posted in area businesses, restaurants, bars, etc.  Sponsorships ($250 or more) received before 9/12 will be added to the t-shirts.  Tom Bland asks if we will be putting logos on the shirts.  We will not.

We still need raffle, auction and goodie bag items.  Goodie bags will be made up before the event and stored at Southside until 9/27.  Tom Bland will request donations online from both Southside and Mann’s.
Volunteers

Maribeth has filled all of the volunteer spots for registration on September 27th.  Garry Kelley has volunteers Mann’s, Flat Out and Ray Skillman’s. The Johnson County Rotary Club has offered to help and Maribeth will ask them to assist with cooking and serving food at the Eagles.  We also need a few volunteers to stamp cards at Proctor Park.  The boys from the New Whiteland Baptist Church Trail Life will hand out programs at the dedication ceremony.
T-shirts

Maribeth states that committee members who do not ride but want a t-shirt can order them for $10.  Extra shirts, if there are any, will be sold the day of the ride for $15 each.

Dedication Service.

We are awaiting confirmation from both Congressman Todd Young and State Representative Jim Baird on their attendance at the dedication.  Representative Woody Burton has also volunteered to speak.  Governor Pence is sending a letter to be read during the ceremony.  The CPMS Choir will perform the National Anthem and the Scouts will lead the Pledge of Allegiance.  Rolling Thunder has offered to provide the Silent Roll Call.  Frank Vaughn has secured a bugler and an Honor Guard to do a 21 gun salute through the National Guard.  South Pointe Church is loaning us their sound system.

Maribeth will borrow a small tent from the police department for elderly attendees and/or Veterans.  Additional shaded seating will be available at the picnic tables in the front shelter house.  Frank and Maribeth will finalize the dedication ceremony program the first week of September and get them ordered from the printer.
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Bicycles

Maribeth asks the committees thoughts on requesting thank you letters, cards and pictures from the Clark-Pleasant elementary school students for this event.  Suggests that each letter a child turns in allows them to put their name in a drawing for a free bicycle.  We would give away the girls and the boy bicycle rather than putting them in the auction.  Committee agrees.  Maribeth will contact the principals.

Indiana National Guard Warrant Officer Class Project

Flowers and shrubs were planted, lots of mulch was brought in and all of the monuments were sealed.  Whit’s Inn provided amazing pulled pork, buns, slaw and the paper goods.
