7:00 p.m.


President John Perrin began the October meeting at 7:00 p.m. The meeting was opened with the pledge of allegiance and a prayer by Terry Spencer.  Members present were Joe Noonan, Terry Spencer, John Perrin and Don Harris.  Member Scott Alspach as well as Clerk Treasurer, Maribeth Alspach were not in attendance.  Attorney, Lee Robbins was also not in attendance.  Department Heads, Brian Hedrick, Jim Lasiter and Office Manager Cindy Yates were present.  Police Chief, Ed Stephenson was not in attendance.

MINUTES:
Joe Noonan motioned to accept the minutes as presented from the last meeting.  Terry seconded the motion.  Vote was 3 affirmative.  Don Harris abstained from voting.

HARDSHIPS/EXTENSIONS:
Shawn Spears was granted an extension until November 4th, to pay $173.40.
Jennifer Beckley was granted an extension until 9:00 a.m. on November 5th for the remainder of her bill, she is going to pay $80.00 tomorrow.
Mr. McManus was granted an extension and will pay his bill in full, which is $140.20 by October 30th.
Mrs. Page 187 Hilltop Farms Blvd was granted an extension until October 30th for $204.13.

OLD BUSINESS:
FEMA Grant Update:
Brian Hedrick states that everything is official now with the grant for a new fire station.  Brian is not sure if an Environmental Impact Study will be necessary.  Lee Robbins has talked to Tony about the prevailing wage hearing.  After that, the project will go out for bids.  Brian wants to begin construction before Spring 2010.

Terry Spencer asked if prevailing wage will be paid.  Brian answered yes.

SELLING WATER UTILITY:
Don Harris asked about the latest update on selling the water utility. John Perrin answered the last e-mail he received said that Indiana American Water agreed to take out certain language that Lee Robbins was concerned with.  

PAVING
Terry asked Jim if all the paving is complete.  Jim answered no, driveways still need paved and the basketball court.  Grady Brothers is suppose to finish up tomorrow.

NEW BUSINESS:
CROSS CONNECTION CONTROL ORDINANCE:
Jim asked to table this subject until the next meeting.
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FIRE DEPT PURCHASE REQUESTS:
Brian Hedrick asked the Town Council for permission to reimburse one of his firefighters for training.  This particular firefighter didn’t want to wait until the spring, so he paid for the training with his own 
money.  Brian submitted an invoice for $1200.00, and wants to reimburse him for $575.00, what is normally allowed.  Town Council agreed to reimbursement.

GAS DETECTORS:
Brian reports to the Council that all four sensors went bad on the gas detector. They used it on two runs recently.  He wants to buy one new 4 gas detector and 2 new CO detectors.  .  Brian has three different quotes.

TOOLS:
Brian also wants to purchase two good tool sets, to use in both trucks. Tools such as socket set, screw drivers, etc. . . Chip Sturgeon was in the audience and said for Brian to come see him tomorrow about the tools that he needs.  Council requests Brian e-mail them with a list of tools he decided on.

PAGING SYSTEM:
Brian states they have too many dropped pages.  J.E.S. blames Owens and Owens blames J.E.S.  Brian gave them three weeks to get it resolved.

LEAF COLLECTION:
Terry Spencer asked Jim about leaf collection.  Jim Lasiter replies that leaf collection started last week.  John Perrin asked about the new machine.  Jim replied that it’s not the same, the crew is trying different techniques.  Jim did not hire any summer help this year, so he has hired some part time people to assist with the leaf collection.  This should speed things up and free other guys up for other projects.
