MEETING MINUTES

Town Council President John Perrin opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge to the American flag. Council members present were John Perrin, Joe Noonan and Scott Alspach.  Also present were Clerk-Treasurer Maribeth Alspach, and Department Heads Jim Lasiter, Ed Stephenson and Office Manager Cindy Yates. Councilman Spencer, Fire Chief Hedrick and Attorney Robbins were absent.  Councilman Alspach offered the opening prayer.  

MINUTES

Councilman Noonan moves to approve the minutes of the February 3rd meeting and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 3 affirmative with 1 abstention (Member Harris).
HARDSHIPS / ADJUSTMENTS

Mrs. Page, 187 Hilltop Farms Blvd. will pay the full amount with penalties on March 3rd.  Council approves.
Mr. Spears, 204 Brookside will pay the full amount with penalties on March 4th. Council approves.

SERVICE AWARD

Council President Perrin and Public Works Supt. Lasiter recognize Jim Wilkerson for 40 years of dedicated service to the Town.  Wilkerson is presented with a plaque and a small token of the town’s appreciation.
Councilman Harris thanks all Public Works employees for the high level of service they provide especially during snow and ice events.
Council President Perrin thanks all Public Works employees for all of their hard work at Proctor Park in the last year. The Town gets many compliments on the park and it would not have been possible without their efforts.

OLD BUSINESS

Transfer of Title Paperwork

15 Year Law Agreement

PW Supt. Lasiter has discussed the formulas with Brain Lane.  They have come to an agreement on the amounts to be collected which each connection. Attorney Robbins will prepare the final agree-ment documents for the next meeting.

Cell Phones
PW Supt. Lasiter presents a quote from A T & T.  Fire Chief Hedrick is reviewing all quotes and Lasiter asks the council to do so as well.  This item will be placed on the March 3rd agenda.
Emergency / Disaster Plan
Marshal Stephenson states that Johnson County Emergency Management has reviewed our plan.  They have approved our plan with one suggested change.  They recommend lengthening the time period of self suffiency from 24 hours to 72 hours.  They stated it would probably take 72 hours for State or Federal assistance to arrive.  Marshal Stephenson will revise the plan and bring it back to the council for final approval.

NEW BUSINESS
Surplus Vehicle

Marshal Stephenson states he has received government approval to dispose of the 1976 Dodge pick up being stored at the WWTP.  Stephenson states the truck has not been started in the last 4 years and has no value.  He recommends giving the vehicle to RDC Towing to be used for parts and scrap.

Member Noonan moves to declare the vehicle surplus and offer it to RDC Towing.  Member Harris seconds the motion. Vote 4 affirmative. Clerk-Treasurer will prepare necessary ordinance.
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U.V. System
PW Supt. Lasiter states that he was misled by the engineer and told that this project would not have to go out for bid.  The estimated cost of the project is $80,000.00 and does require the bid process.  This will delay the project and Lasiter may put off installation of the new system until next fall. Lasiter is going to schedule a meeting with the engineer.
LEGISLATIVE BUSINESS

Resolution 2009-03

Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents the resolution to adopt the Johnson County Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan as prepared by Johnson County Emergency Management Services along with an email from Tug Sutton.  Sutton states New Whiteland’s projects can be included / added to the plan.  Councilman Alspach moves to adopt Resolution 2009-03 and is seconded by Councilman Harris. Vote 4 affirmative.
