NEW WHITELAND TOWN COUNCIL

July 20, 2010
MEETING MINUTES
Town Council President John Perrin opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge to the American flag. Council members present were John Perrin, Scott Alspach, Terry Spencer and Joe Noonan.  Also present were Attorney Lee Robbins, Clerk-Treasurer Maribeth Alspach and Department Heads Jim Lasiter, Ed Stephenson and Cindy Yates.  Councilman Don Harris and Fire Chief Brian Hedrick were absent.  Councilman Noonan offered the opening prayer.  

MINUTES

Councilman Noonan moves to approve the minutes of the previous meeting and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 4 affirmative.  
HARDSHIPS / ADJUSTMENTS

Written request for a sewer adjustment due to a broken toilet was approved for C. Conner, 947 Sweetbriar.  The water at the property has been disconnected.
TREASURER’S REPORT

Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents the Fund Report and the Docket for consideration and approval.   Councilman Alspach moves to accept and approve both and is seconded by Councilman Noonan. Vote 4 affirmative.
OLD BUSINESS

Energy Grant Update

PW Supt. Lasiter explains that monthly and quarterly reports are required on both projects.  Clerk-Treasurer Alspach filed the first reports in July.  Lasiter states that we need council approval for Attorney Robbins to draft contracts for the 2 vendors who submitted quotes and were approved and used for the grant application process so that we can get started.  Council authorizes Attorney Robbins to prepare necessary contracts.  Lasiter states a copy of the contract between the Town of New Whiteland and the State for the grant is ready for approval and execution tonight.  Attorney Robbins states that he has reviewed the contract and it is acceptable.  Attorney Robbins will assist with the prevailing wage portion.  PW Supt. Lasiter was contracted by the electrician that will be working on the lighting retrofit project and advised that some of the work will qualify for a rebate or credit from Duke Energy.  This will apply to the work being done at the WWTP.  Lasiter will get the application to Clerk-Treasurer Alspach.  
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach explains the monitoring requirements for the grant including certifying timecards and asks if the architect or engineer on the Fire Department project will be responsible for doing that with that grant.  Attorney Robbins will review the requirements of that grant and would think that the architect or engineer would be able to.  PW Supt Lasiter says there will probably be a construction trailer and we can require all workers to sign in and out daily besides turning in their timesheets / cards.
National Night Out
Marshal Stephenson states the event will be Tuesday, August 3rd from 6:30 – 9:30 p.m. in the East Park.  The Public Works employees are building a stage and Stephenson is trying to get area singers and /or bands to perform.  Kenny Polley’s daughter Ellen will sing to National Anthem at 6:30.  Ed asks if the councilmen will grill hotdogs again this year.  He will provide 100 hotdogs along with chips and sodas.  Various police officers will be doing demonstrations during the event.

Public Hearing

The council will meet for a Public Hearing on the Water Rate Tracker on August 3rd at 6:00 p.m. and then dismiss to attend National Night Out.  The Public Hearing will be the only business to be considered at the meeting.
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Security Cameras

PW Supt. Lasiter states that he is still working on getting the cameras installed at Tot Park.  He will keep the council updated.
NEW BUSINESS
2011 Budget Schedule

Clerk-Treasurer Alspach states that the preliminary hearing with the DLGF was postponed until this Friday.  Once she has met with them she will be ready to discuss a schedule with the council.

Rate Proposal

Councilman Spencer asks about the status of the rate study Jeff Birk was working on for Sanitation and Stormwater.  PW Supt. Lasiter has not heard from Birk.  Clerk-Treasurer Alspach will contact him to check the status.

2010 Census Figures

Councilman Spencer asks when the new census numbers will be available.  Clerk-Treasurer Alspach believes it will be early to mid 2011.

LEGISLATIVE BUSINESS

Ordinance 2126
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach reads the transfer ordinance in its entirety.   Councilman Spencer moves to approve the transfer ordinance and is seconded by Councilman Noonan.  Vote 4 affirmative.

Councilman Spencer moves to suspend the rules and consider the ordinance on final reading tonight.  Motion is seconded by Councilman Alspach. Vote 4 affirmative.  

Clerk-Treasurer Alspach reads the transfer ordinance in title only on final reading.  Motion by Member Alspach to adopt with second by Member Noonan.  Vote 4 affirmative.  
Water Utility Additional Appropriations
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents a prepared memo requesting two (2) additional appropriations for the Water Utility.  Motion by Member Alspach to approve with second by Member Spencer.  Vote 4 affirmative.

President Perrin schedules an Executive Session for 6:00 p.m. on Tuesday, August 17, 2010.
