TREASURER’S REPORT

Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents the Fund Report and the Docket for consideration and approval.   Councilman Spencer moves to accept and approve both and is seconded by Councilman Noonan. Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents a memo and explains that she is the point of contact for the two (2) Energy Efficiency grants and is keeping binders with copies of all pertinent information on each grant for future audits.  Fire Chief Hedrick is the point of contact on the DHS grant for the Fire Station Remodel.  He is requesting draws on the grant, approving invoices and handling all of the reporting requirements at his request.  Council authorizes Chief Hedrick to manage the Fire Department grant but requires that a copy of all contracts, Draw Requests and Reports be filed in the Clerk-Treasurer’s office. 2011 Budget Schedule

LEGISLATIVE BUSINESS

Ordinance 2127
Attorney Robbins summarizes the “tracker” ordinance.   Robbins notes that the ordinance was introduced on first reading on July 23rd and that the legal notice for tonight’s Public Hearing was published as required.  As there is no public in attendance to either ask questions or object to the ordinance the council can now consider the tracker ordinance on final reading.  This ordinance is a “pass-thru” ordinance passing the 22% rate increase for wholesale water purchase that Indiana American was recently granted into our rate structure /ordinance. Councilman Noonan moves to approve the ordinance and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 4 affirmative.

Water and Sanitation Utility Additional Appropriations
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents a prepared memo requesting two (2) additional appropriations for both the Water and the Sanitation Utility.  Motion by Member Alspach to approve with second by Member Noonan.  Vote 4 affirmative.
