NEW WHITELAND TOWN COUNCIL
October 16, 2012
MEETING MINUTES



Town Council President John Perrin opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge to the American flag. Council members present were John Perrin, Scott Alspach and Joe Noonan. Also present were Attorney Robbins, Clerk-Treasurer Maribeth Alspach, PW Supt. Johnson, Office Manager Yates and Sgt. Dave Glaze. Councilman Perrin offered the opening prayer. Councilmen Don Harris and Terry Spencer along with Marshall Stephenson were absent.  

MINUTES
Councilman Noonan moves to approve the minutes of the October 2nd meeting and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 3 affirmative.

HARDSHIPS / ADJUSTMENTS
C. Johnson, 152 Bel Aire had a water leak that started 4 months ago he has been given a wastewater credit of $271.01 on the 2 highest usage months.  Johnson does not understand his bill.  Office Manager Yates explains the charges and credits on his bill to the council and Mr. Johnson.
D. Ryan, 111 Bradford states that he too has had a water leak.  Indiana American is sending a tech out tomorrow to check the leak and authorize an adjustment.  If an adjustment is given Indiana American will send a report to our office on Friday so that we can adjust the wastewater portion of the bill.  Council grants Ryan an extension until October 31st on the full amount of the adjusted bill.

TREASURER’S REPORT
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents the Fund Report and the Docket for consideration and approval.    Councilman Noonan moves to accept and approve both and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 3 affirmative.

2013 BUDGET APPROVAL
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents the 2013 budget on second reading.  Councilman Alspach moves to adopt the 2013 budget as presented on final reading and is seconded by Councilman Noonan. Vote 3 affirmative.

OLD BUSINESS
Public Works
Street Signs
Supt. Johnson presents a 2nd quote for the retroflective street signs.   Johnson notes that if the council approves the larger sized signs we will need to purchase new brackets.  Johnson is waiting on bracket pricing.  STELLO had the best price on the signs.   We will need to order 254 street signs in order to upgrade all of the signs.  Johnson will bring bracket pricing to the next meeting.
Assembly Hall Flooring
Supt. Johnson states that all of the tile has been installed.  Once the glue has finished drying the tile will be scrubbed and sealed and new baseboard will be installed.  The room should be ready to re-open on November 3rd as planned.  Council will consider who will be allowed to use the room after floor project is completed.

Investments
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach states that the three (3) Certificates of Deposit were purchased through
National Bank of Indianapolis on October 3rd as directed.

Proctor Park
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach reports that the rip-rap installation was completed last week.  Alspach thanks Supt. Johnson and the Public Works employees for the wiring work they have done to get 
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ready for the final light installation.  Alspach adds that Mike Schoenberg, a local man who works for Kinder Electric has volunteered his labor to install the 13 bollard lights at no cost to the town.  
Alspach also thanks Mark Trina and Blast Master for their work on the new monument that was installed in the Hometown Heroes Memorial area.  Alspach shares pictures of the new monument and the rip-rap.

Fire Department
Chief Hedrick states that he is still working on resolving the ambulance issues.

NEW BUSINESS
Election Day Meeting
Council cancels the 11/6 meeting due to the offices being closed for Election Day.

Petty Cash
Supt. Johnson asks if some funds could be set aside for Department Heads to use at their discretion for employee awards and incentives.  Councilman Perrin states he is not sure if that is permissible.

Fire Department
Chief Hedrick states Engine 12 (the backup engine) is in need of approximately $7,000 worth of electrical and pump repairs.  Hedrick is waiting on a final quote.  Councilman Alspach moves to allow Hedrick to proceed with the necessary repairs as long as they don’t exceed $7,000 and if funding is available.  Councilman Noonan seconds the motion.  Vote 3 affirmative.

Police Department
Sergeant Glaze distributes and summarizes the monthly report from the Police Department.

LEGISLATIVE BUSINESS
Ordinance 2160
Attorney Robbins explains the redistricting of election wards ordinance mandated after the 2010 Federal Decennial Census.  Robbins introduces the ordinance with all of the ward legal descriptions along with a map showing the new ward boundaries.  Robbins will have additional copies of the Ward Map made for the council members. This item will be placed on the November 20th agenda for approval.

Ordinance 2161
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach reads and explains the transfer ordinance.  Councilman Noonan moves to adopt Ordinance 2161 on first reading and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 3 affirmative.

Transfer Memo
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents and explains the transfer memo for the Sanitation account.  Councilman Alspach moves to approve the transfer memo and is seconded by Councilman Noonan. Vote 3 affirmative.  

OPEN TO THE PUBLIC
Brian Moore, Greenwood asks if a resolution can be given to the wife of Elmer Ford in honor of his tile served on the Town Council.  President Perrin states a letter will be prepared and mailed to Mrs. Ford.
