February 27, 2012
SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES

Town Council President John Perrin opened the meeting at 5:30 p.m. with the pledge to the American flag. Council members present were John Perrin, Joe Noonan and Scott Alspach.  Also present were Attorney Robbins and Clerk-Treasurer Maribeth Alspach as well as Asst.  PW Supt. Johnson. Councilman Noonan offered the opening prayer.  Councilmen Don Harris and Terry Spencer were absent.

LEGISLATIVE BUSINESS
Resolution 2012-02 is presented by Attorney Robbins.  Robbins explains that Don Corey, who was appointed in Resolution 2012-01 has retired and relocated to Phoenix.  Robbins has spoken with Corey and M.D. Wessler and Associates and found that Jeffrey R. Peters is available to perform the appraisal work.  Tonight’s resolution amends the appointment of Don Corey to Jeffrey Peters.  There are no other changes.  Attorney Robbins reads Resolution 2012-02 in its entirety.  Motion to adopt by Councilman Noonan with second by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 3 affirmative.

Resignation Letter
President Perrin has received a letter from Dave Stier dated February 24, 2012 stating that he is stepping down from the Public Works Superintendent position and requesting that he be returned to his previous position of Operations Supervisor.  Councilman Noonan moves to accept Stier’s letter and return him to his prior position effective February 25, 2012.  Stier will return to his previous salary of $49,400.00.  Councilman Alspach seconds the motion.  Vote 3 affirmative.

Councilman Alspach moves to appoint Wendell Johnson as Interim Superintendent with a salary of $54,000.00 effective February 27, 2012.  Councilman Noonan seconds the motion.  Vote 3 affirmative.  President Perrin states that when Johnson identifies the person that he would recommend to serve as Asst. Supt. he can notify the council.  Johnson states that he does not plan to have an Assistant.  He recommends having Dwayne Dykes serve as Supervisor of Properties and Streets and Dave Stier as Operations Supervisor over the WWTP.  Johnson will have morning meetings with the supervisors.

Johnson adds that IDEM did a surprise inspection today.  There were three (3) violations:
1) Missing paperwork – they are getting the proper forms from IDEM’s website and will begin using immediately.
2) There was a small amount of algae in the contact chamber
3) Flow Meters had not been calibrated since 2010.  A service call to rectify that issue within the next week has been made.
Johnson states they will receive a written report within 30 days and will have an opportunity to respond as to how the reported violations are being addressed.

Being no other business the meeting was adjourned at 5:54 p.m.
