NEW WHITELAND TOWN COUNCIL
December 17, 2013
MEETING MINUTES

Town Council President John Perrin opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge to the American flag. Council members present were Scott Alspach, Joe Noonan, Mike Rogier, and John Perrin. Also present were Attorney Robbins, Clerk-Treasurer Maribeth Alspach, Town Manager Spencer, PW Supt. Johnson, Office Manager Yates and Marshal Stephenson. Councilman Alspach offered the opening prayer.  Councilman John Schilawski and Fire Chief Hedrick were absent.

MINUTES
Councilman Noonan moves to approve the minutes of the December 3rd meeting and is seconded by Councilman Rogier.  Vote 4 affirmative.  

EMPLOYEE RECOGNITION CEREMONY
Marshal Stephenson recognizes Officer Chris Speer, New Whiteland Police Department and Officer Tyler Croy, Whiteland Police Department for their response to a call on November 27th.  Both officers are presented with lifesaving commendations.

Councilman Rogier invites everyone to Meier in Greenwood at 7 a.m. on Saturday, December 21st for the Johnson County FOP Shop with a Cop event.

HARDSHIPS / ADJUSTMENTS
None.

TREASURER’S REPORT
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents the Fund Report and the Docket for approval.    Councilman Noonan moves to accept and approve both reports and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 4 affirmative.  

OLD BUSINESS
MetroNet Contract
Attorney Robbins has revised the proposed contract and forwarded the changes to Metronet’s attorney for review and approval.  He is still waiting on the final draft.  Robbins explains that within the contract there were three (3) different terms; month to month, 36 months and 5 years all within the same agreement.

Attorney Robbins has also responded to a public records request from Baker and Daniels for a copy of our contract with MetroNet.  A copy will be provided once we have an executed contract.

Surplus Vehicle
Town Manager Spencer states there were no bids submitted on the Ford Ranger.  Council directs Spencer to re-advertise in the spring and lower the minimum bid to $1,000.00.

Consolidated 911
Marshal Stephenson states that the county broke ground on the new PSAP building yesterday.  Completion is projected for October 2014.

NEW BUSINESS
Rumpke Pick up Change Requests
Laurie Probus is requesting two (2) changes to the existing contract:
They would like to move the day that dumpsters are emptied at the town properties from Monday to Wednesday each week.
They would like to move Heavy Trash Pick Up from the first week to the second week each month.  This would separate the recycling pick up and the heavy trash from being the same week.
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Rumpke will notify all residents of changes if approved through their annual newsletter.  They will also place a couple of block ads as notification in the Daily Journal.
Councilman Noonan moves to approve the changes and is seconded by Councilman Rogier. Vote 4 affirmative.
The change for emptying the dumpsters will begin the first of the year.  The residential change for Heavy Trash pickup will start the first of the month following the notification.

Cash Only Status
Town Manager Spencer presents a letter from a property owner (landlord) who is asking to be removed from cash only status and be allowed to pay her monthly bill through auto pay with her bank.   Councilman Noonan moves to approve the changes and is seconded by Councilman Rogier. Vote 3 affirmative and 1 negative.  Negative vote cast by Councilman Alspach.
Council directs Office Manager Yates to notify property owner of status change with stipulation that receipt of one bad check will result in permanent cash only status.

New Year’s Eve
Council President Perrin recommends closing the offices at noon on New Year’s Eve.  Council approves.

Proctor Park

IDEM Inspection
Council President Perrin received the written report on the Wastewater Plant Inspection.  All areas passed with flying colors there were no negative findings in the report.

Employee Christmas Luncheon
Town Manager Spencer thanks the council for the employee Christmas luncheon.

LEGISLATIVE BUSINESS
Ordinance 2181
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach reads and explains the transfer ordinance on first reading.  Councilman Alspach moves to adopt the ordinance as presented and is seconded by Councilman Noonan.  Vote 4 affirmative.
Councilman Rogier moves to suspend the rules and hear the ordinance on final reading and is seconded by Councilman Noonan.  Vote 4 affirmative.
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach reads the transfer ordinance in title only on final reading.  Councilman Noonan moves to adopt the ordinance as presented and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 4 affirmative.

Resolution 2013-13
Clerk-Treasurer presents the resolution amending Policy & Procedure Bulletin #48.  This changes two classifications and lowers the entry level salaries for the top 2 – 3 classifications.  Councilman Noonan moves to adopt resolution 2013-13 and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.   Vote 4 affirmative.

Councilman Schilawski arrives at 7:45 p.m.

Transfer Memo
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach reads and explains the transfer memo.  Councilman Schilawski moves to approve the transfers as presented and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 5 affirmative.
