NEW WHITELAND TOWN COUNCIL
February 5, 2013
MEETING MINUTES



Town Council President John Perrin opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge to the American flag. Council members present were John Perrin, Don Harris, Scott Alspach and Joe Noonan. Also present were Attorney Robbins, Clerk-Treasurer Maribeth Alspach, PW Supt. Johnson and Marshal Stephenson.  Councilman Spencer, Office Manager Yates and Fire Chief Hedrick were absent. Councilman Noonan offered the opening prayer.

MINUTES
Councilman Noonan moves to approve the minutes of the January 15th Executive Session and is seconded by Councilman Harris.  Vote 4 affirmative.  Councilman Alspach moves to approve the minutes of the January 15th meeting and is seconded by Councilman Noonan.  Vote 4 affirmative.

HARDSHIPS / ADJUSTMENTS
None.

TREASURER’S REPORT
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents the Fund Report and the Docket for approval.    Councilman Harris moves to accept and approve both and is seconded by Councilman Noonan.  Vote 4 affirmative.

OLD BUSINESS
2013 Budget
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach distributes copies of the 1782 Notice approving our 2013 budget as submitted.

Appraisals
Attorney Robbins reports that one of the appraisals has been completed for the building at Miner’s Collision Repair.  That appraisal came back at $650,000 with an invoice of $1,800.  He is waiting for the second appraisal to be finished the proposed cost on that appraisal is $2,500.  The town cannot pay more than the average of the 2 appraisals.

Police Department
Marshal Stephenson has met with an architect to discuss renovations to the Police Station.  Stephenson invites Clerk-Treasurer Alspach and PW Supt. Johnson to a meeting on February 11th to discuss options with the architect.  Stephenson states that he has been told that renovations cost $60 / sf and building new will cost $80/ sf.  Stephenson would like to get quotes for a building that would combine the Police Department and the Town Hall offices in one building. The meeting on the 11th will be at the Police Station and Stephenson asks if any council members would be available to attend.  A report on the meeting will be presented to the full council.
Stephenson also asks that if, with the 2013 budget approval, he can move forward with hiring a new officer.  Council directs Stephenson to accept and review applications and schedule interview board for early March.

Public Works
Supt. Johnson reports that the new retroflective street signs have arrived.  Some of the brackets are being exchanged and installation of the new signs will begin in the spring.
Johnson adds that they have been experimenting with the beet juice additive during the last two snow events and he is not sure that they will order any more of the additive.  They will continue adding the beet juice until they run out to see if by changing the amount mixed into our salt they get better results.
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NEW BUSINESS
Access Johnson County
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents a letter requesting $2,189.00 from Access Johnson County to help offset their budget.  Council denies request and states that budget items need to be requested during our budget process and that they have an issue with CPCSC students being charged to ride Access buses to school.

Public Works
Supt. Johnson states that IDEM is mandating standardized E-Coli testing which requires new equipment and chemicals at a cost of approximately $5,500.00.  The equipment has been ordered.
Councilman Harris asks about delivery time on the new blowers.  Johnson states they should arrive in 3 – 4 weeks.
Johnson advises that he is pricing a portable generator that could be pulled behind one of their trucks.  We recently had 2 power outages lasting about 10 hour’s total.  A couple of our lift stations came close to overflowing which would have been a violation.  Johnson could have used a generator to pump out the stations.  There may be some minor electrical work required on the lift stations to be able to connect the generator.  Johnson will report back with pricing information as it becomes available.
Three of our Public Works employees will be attending OSHA/Safety classes this week.

Police Department
Marshal Stephenson states there are two government surplus pressure washers behind their building that he would like declared surplus so that they can be disposed of.  He recommends having them salvaged for scrap if the motors no longer work.  Councilman Alspach moves to surplus these items and have them disposed of and is seconded by Councilman Noonan.  Vote 4 affirmative.

LEGISLATIVE BUSINESS
Ordinance 2168
Attorney Robbins presents the ordinance authorizing discretionary funds for the Town Marshal, Fire Chief and Public Works Superintendent on final reading and explains.  Councilman Harris moves to adopt Ordinance 2168 on final reading and is seconded by Councilman Noonan.  Vote 4 affirmative.
