MEETING MINUTES


Town Council President John Perrin opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m. with the pledge to the American flag. Council members present were Terry Spencer, Scott Alspach and John Perrin.  Also present were Attorney Robbins, Clerk-Treasurer Maribeth Alspach, PW Supt. Johnson and Marshal Stephenson.   Councilmen Joe Noonan and Don Harris were absent.  

The purpose of the meeting was to discuss building improvement options for the Police Department, Town Hall and Street Department.

Marshal Stephenson states that he believes new construction of a downsized building is the best option to move both the Police Department and the Administrative Offices into.  He adds that the conceptual design prepared by Pyramid was a dream building but could easily be scaled back.  Stephenson requests permission to request qualifications form various architects / engineers to find out what the cost would be to review the existing Police Station and Town Hall to see if either building could be remodeled to house both departments.  We would want to get a proposal with remodeling / renovation costs on the existing building(s) as well as a cost to build a new building.
