NEW WHITELAND TOWN COUNCIL
July 2, 2013
MEETING MINUTES



Town Council President John Perrin opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge to the American flag. Council members present were Scott Alspach, Don Harris and John Perrin. Also present were Attorney Robbins, Clerk-Treasurer Maribeth Alspach, PW Supt. Johnson, Office Manager Yates and Marshal Stephenson.   Councilmen Joe Noonan and Terry Spencer along with Fire Chief Hedrick were absent.  Councilman Alspach offered the opening prayer.

MINUTES
Councilman Alspach moves to approve the minutes of the June 18th meeting and is seconded by Councilman Harris.  Vote 3 affirmative.  

HARDSHIPS / ADJUSTMENTS
There are none.

TREASURER’S REPORT
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents the July 2nd Fund Report and the Docket for approval.    Councilman Harris moves to accept and approve both reports and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 3 affirmative.  

OLD BUSINESS
Disconnect Notices
Office Manager Yates presents the revised wording for the bills.  The only change that was made is that it states the hearing will be at 6:00 p.m. on the 21st of each month.  This is a permanent message for the bills with arrears balances and cannot be changed each month.  Attorney Robbins will revise the wording to include “If the 21st falls on a weekend or holiday the hearing will be at 6:00 p.m. on the first business day following the 21st.”  The message will not be included on the July bills.
Council will take action to appoint hearing officers.  Attorney Robbins will work with the office staff to determine criteria for dealing with appeals.

Request for Proposals
The Council directs Clerk-Treasurer Alspach to advertise the RFP in both the Daily Journal and Indianapolis Star.  The date for proposals to be submitted is changed to August 9th at 5:00 p.m.  An alternate to include designing the new Public Works Building is added.

MetroNet Update
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents copies of the proposal for phone, high speed internet and cable TV provided by MetroNet. Karen Buckler of MetroNet will attend the August 20th meeting to make a presentation and answer any questions.

IACT Roundtable
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach states that New Whiteland is hosting the August 14th event and needs to know who will be attending so that she can make reservations.

Miner’s Property
Attorney Robbins has the termination agreement and will get it to the Town Hall tomorrow for John Perrin’s signature. He also has the reimbursement check that he will mail to the Town Hall.

Public Works
Supt. Johnson presents a proposal from Richard Hogue for a new Public Works Building to be constructed on Tracy Road.  The proposal is similar in size and design to the Miner Property but 
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includes an office, conference and break room and restrooms.  The estimated cost is $522,869.00.  Attorney Robbins states a project like this will require drawings and specifications and will have to go out for bid.  This is being included as an alternate in the RFP.

Police Department
Marshal Stephenson states that the tasers have been delivered and will be issued to our officers at their training meeting next week.  There is nothing new to report on the Consolidated Dispatch – they are still working on the Interlocal Agreement.
Stephenson adds that plans for National Night Out are progressing – he is working on securing a tent and should hear from Target this week regarding their participation providing volunteers.
Officer Andrew Mitchell will be delayed from attending the next Academy class due to a leg injury but has been enrolled in the next session.

NEW BUSINESS
Health Insurance Proposal
Larry Mayfield with Zeller Insurance and Carolyn Dailey with SIHO present a proposal for employee group health insurance.  Mayfield notes that the SIHO plans matches up with our current Anthem plan with a few of exceptions including COBRA Administration and $15,000 of life insurance are part of the SIHO coverage.  Anthem includes a small vision policy that SIHO does not but we have separate coverage for both dental and vision through Best Life.  Mayfield has approached AUL to ask if the amount of life insurance we purchase through them could be reduced from $50,000 to $35,000 to keep the same coverage’s we currently have and they have said that we could make the reduction.  Mayfield also presents an HSA plan and asks if the Council would be interested in offering a dual option.  Council asks if Dual Option could be effective December 1st so that employees could meet with SIHO representatives to discuss options and choose their policy.  Carolyn Dailey will check and report back.  SIHO uses SIHO proprietary and ENCORE networks for providers.  Town employees will be provided information to check the network to see if their doctors and hospitals are included before any decision is made.  Dailey notes that they have another option called LANDMARK that would be less expensive but is a tiered program and does not have as extensive a network.  Johnson Memorial Hospital is not included in the ENCIRCLE network for this plan.  This plan is facility driven.  Council is not interested in pursuing LANDMARK at this time.  Dailey states that all deductibles are calculated on a calendar year basis.  Any deductibles that have been paid by our employees in 2013 will be credited to the SIHO deductible if we change carriers.  Council will take this under consideration.  This item will be placed on the July 16th agenda.

Police Department
Marshal Stephenson states he will be on vacation from July 11th through July 19th.  Officer Glaze will be in charge during his absence.

LEGISLATIVE BUSINESS
Ordinance 2172
Attorney Robbins presents the ordinance regarding false security alarms on final reading.  Robbins reviews and explains the proposed ordinance.  Councilman Harris moves to adopt Ordinance 2172 on final reading and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 3 affirmative.  

Ordinance 2173
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach reads and explains the transfer ordinance on first reading.  Councilman Alspach moves to approve the transfers and is seconded by Councilman Harris.  Vote 3 affirmative.
This item will be placed on the July 16th agenda.
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OPEN TO THE PUBLIC
Steve Grant, 190 Tracy Ridge Blvd., expresses concern about the MetroNet installers coming on his property without notifying him first.  President Perrin states that as a utility company they have the right to be in the easement to work.  Perrin adds that a representative of MetroNet was at the last council meeting and assured the council that they would come back and grade and reseed any areas that they worked in.
Bill Lamb, 415 Southlane asks about an ordinance allowing farm animals in town.  Lamb states there are chickens and ducks in his neighborhood.  Marshal Stephenson states the problem has been addressed – the animals were at the house for a short time before being taken to the Fair as 4H projects.  The resident has been told that the animals cannot be returned to the property after the Fair.
Amy Sullivan, 149 Hilltop Farms Blvd. is concerned about speeding in her neighborhood.  Marshal Stephenson states that he has officers watching the area.

President Perrin commends the Police Department for their handling of the situation in town last week.

Being no other business the meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
