NEW WHITELAND TOWN COUNCIL
October 28, 2014
MEETING MINUTES

Town Council President John Perrin opened the meeting at 6:19 p.m. with the pledge to the American flag. Council members present were Scott Alspach, Joe Noonan, Mike Rogier, John Schilawski and John Perrin. Also present were Attorney Robbins, Clerk-Treasurer Maribeth Alspach and Town Manager Spencer. Councilman Schilawski offered the opening prayer.  

MINUTES
Councilman Noonan moves to approve the minutes of the October 7th Council Meeting and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 5 affirmative.  

DISCLOSURE STATEMENT
Councilman Alspach states copies of this disclosure statement were distributed to all members and council was advised that CRC Properties, LLC is partially owned by his brother, Chris Alspach.  Chris is not his dependent and Councilman Alspach will derive no benefit from CRC Properties if they are awarded this contract.  Attorney Robbins states that statute requires that the council acknowledge receipt and acceptance of the disclosure statement.  Councilman Schilawski moves to acknowledge and accept the disclosure form and is seconded by Councilman Noonan. Vote 4 affirmative and 1 abstention by Councilman Alspach.

540 TRACY ROAD RENOVATION QUOTE OPENING
Attorney Robbins states that quotes were opened at the last meeting and delivered to arcDESIGN for their review.  The apparent low quote was given conditional approval contingent on the review and a recommendation from the architect. Attorney Robbins received a recommendation letter from the architect on October 23rd.  All conditions have now been removed.  Copies of the recommendation letter are distributed to all councilmembers. Attorney Robbins presents an addendum to the Agreement between Owner and Contractor to include the E-Verify requirement and a revised payment process for architect review and approval of all payment applications and allowing 22 days from the date the payment application is received for payment to be issued to coincide with our docket schedule.  ArcDESIGN is recommending approving CRC Properties quote with an additional $1,400 for bead board in the council room and 2 alternates. Councilman Rogier moves to accept CRC Properties Agreement with the alternates and the addendum, authorizing John Perrin to sign both and directing Terry Spencer to issue a Notice to Proceed.  Councilman Noonan seconds the motion.  Vote 5 affirmative.

Employee Handbook
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach is requesting clarification of the effective date for the new revised Employee Handbook.  Council President Perrin recommends making the effective date January 1, 2015.  Attorney Robbins will complete the revisions, handbooks will be printed and distributed to all full time employees.  Employees will have 2 – 3 weeks to read the handbook and then Town Manager Spencer will meet with each department to answer any questions they might have.  President Perrin states this will be to answer questions not debate the changes, the policy has been approved.  Each employee will sign a certification form stating they have received and read the handbook.  The forms must be returned to the Clerk-Treasurer and will be placed in their personnel file.  Councilman Rogier moves to make January 1, 2015 the effective date for the new Employee Handbook and is seconded by Councilman Schilawski. Vote 5 affirmative.

LEGISLATIVE BUSINESS
Ordinance 2189
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach reads and explains the transfer ordinance on final reading.  Motion to approve by Councilman Alspach with second by Councilman Rogier. Vote 5 affirmative.

Ordinance 2190
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach reads and explains the ordinance declaring certain items surplus on final reading.  Motion to approve by Councilman Rogier with second by Councilman Alspach. Vote 5 affirmative. 

Ordinance 2191
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach reads and explains the transfer ordinance on first reading.  Motion to approve by Councilman Noonan with second by Councilman Rogier. Vote 5 affirmative.  This item will be placed on the next agenda.

OPEN TO THE PUBLIC
Town Manager Spencer states that the Whiteland Church of Christ has submitted their grinder pump / lift station design with their request to connect to our sewer.  Midwestern Engineers has reviewed the design to calculate the Barrett Law 15 year connection fee that will be due Monty Anderson.  Based on the size pump they designed it would require 37.16 EDU’s at $235.28 / EDU for a total fee of $8,746.72 in addition to our connection fee and sewer deposit.  Midwestern has recommended that they consider reducing the size of the pump / lift station.  What they have designed would accommodate approximately 37 homes. With a membership of 150 and a kitchen they probably only need about 2.42 EDU’s to support their building.  Attorney Robbins has contacted a representative of the church and shared this information.  They are going to redesign the pump / lift station to reduce costs.

Workmen’s Comp
[bookmark: _GoBack]Town Manager Spencer provides copies of emails regarding Workmen’s Comp questions.  One involved family members travelling in a town owned vehicle involved in an accident.  Our auto policy has a $5,000 coverage for any passengers. The other issue involves employees working outside employment in a town vehicle or uniform.  Employees would not be covered on our policy and would need to file with the part time employer if injured while working for anyone other than the town.

An Executive Session is scheduled for 6:15 on Tuesday, November 4th to be followed by the regular council meeting at 7:00 if necessary.

Street Repairs
Council President Perrin asks for a status report.  Town Manager Spencer states no work was done today because of rain.  Work is supposed to start October 29th (tomorrow).

Being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 6:45 p.m.
