OLD BUSINESS
Employee Manual / Resolution 2014-06
Attorney Robbins presents a Resolution that he has prepared regarding the newly revised Employee Handbook that will be formally adopted tonight with an effective date of January 1, 2015.  Copies of the handbook will be provided to all full-time employees within the next two weeks along with a certification receipt that they will sign after they have read the handbook.  The signed receipts will be returned to the Clerk-Treasurer and placed in each employee’s personnel file. A discussion on part-time employment follows.  Attorney Robbins is directed to add language to the handbook requiring any employee who has part time employment of 10 or more hours per week to notify their Department Head in writing.  The employee is to understand that the part time work cannot interfere with their full time employment and that in an emergency they will be expected to report to work for New Whiteland if called in.  Councilman Schilawski moves to adopt Resolution 2014-06 with the addition of the part time employment policy and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 5 affirmative. Councilman Schilawski recommends placing the Employee Manual on our new website.

540 Tracy Road
Councilman Perrin was at the new building today and has requested a quote for relocating the ductwork in the council room to remove the drop ceiling.

Street Repair Update
Town Manager Spencer reports that E & B Paving has finished their work.  They left a mess at the Police Station and lots of debris along the south side of Tracy Road.  He has called them but has not received a return call.  Councilman Rogier states there is place in the west bound lane of Tracy Road past the school where the pavement is noticeably uneven.  E & B needs to smooth or feather that area.

Town Manager Report
Town Manager Spencer reports that the new truck was delivered today.  The truck is in the parking lot if anyone would like to look at it after the meeting.
Spencer adds that a coordination meeting was held last Friday with the internet, phone and security vendors.  MetroNet has contracted with George Walters to install the phone and data lines.  All of the vendors plan to begin installing their lines immediately before the drywall and painting is done.
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Manhole Regulations
Councilman Rogier asks Public Works Superintendent Johnson about the article in the Daily Journal about new regulations for manholes.  Johnson states he was unaware of any changes and did not see the article but that he will check on it.

Lab Testing
Clark Elementary is in need of lab testing for their Wastewater Plant.  Councilman Schilawski states that the school corporation would like New Whiteland to provide the testing and will pay $100 / week for the once weekly test.  A school employee will deliver the sample to the plant and will pick up the test results at the end of each month.  The school is asking that we provide a contract.  Council directs Attorney Robbins to prepare the contract.
