NEW WHITELAND TOWN COUNCIL
February 18, 2014
MEETING MINUTES

Town Council President John Perrin opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge to the American flag. Council members present were Scott Alspach, Joe Noonan, Mike Rogier, and John Perrin. Also present were Clerk-Treasurer Maribeth Alspach, Town Manager Spencer, PW Supt. Johnson and Marshal Stephenson. Councilman Alspach offered the opening prayer.  Councilman John Schilawski, Fire Chief Hedrick and Attorney Robbins were absent.

MINUTES
Councilman Noonan moves to approve the minutes of the January 21st meeting and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 4 affirmative.  

HARDSHIPS / ADJUSTMENTS
C. Burton with Burton Rentals is here to file a complaint about Indiana American Water for billing and service complaints reference his property at 115 Brookside.  Mr. Burton states that he has always received excellent service from New Whiteland and the girls that work in our utility office.  He has been very frustrated with billing errors and lack of response from Indiana American.  Council President Perrin states that he is sorry that Mr. Burton has had issues but they are not our employees and we have no control over their policies.

TREASURER’S REPORT
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents the 2/4/2014 Fund Report and the Docket for approval.    The February 4th meeting was cancelled to weather.  Councilman Rogier moves to accept and approve both reports and is seconded by Councilman Noonan.  Vote 4 affirmative.  
She also presents the 2/18/2014 Docket and Fund Report for approval. Councilman Alspach moves to accept and approve both reports and is seconded by Councilman Noonan.  Vote 4 affirmative.  

OLD BUSINESS
MetroNet Contract
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach states that Attorney Robbins has the reviewed the revised contract and advises it is ready for consideration and approval.  Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents a letter from MetroNet stating the installation dates can be staggered.  The Agreement has been changed from a 5 year term to a 3 year term and that was approved verbally this afternoon by Karen Buckler with Metronet.  Councilman Noonan moves to approve the contract and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 4 affirmative.  

Plan Commission Appointment
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach received a response from Councilman Schilawski asking to be appointed to the municipal seat vacancy on the Plan Commission.  Councilman Rogier moves to appoint John Schilawski to the Plan Commission and is seconded by Councilman Noonan.  Vote 4 affirmative.  

440 Ardmoor
Town Manager Spencer researched the original maps with the annexed boundaries and verified that this residential property is in New Whiteland except for the driveway which is in Whiteland. President Perrin asks who provides utilities to this property.  Spencer states Whiteland provides sewer, trash, plows the streets, etc.  Clerk-Treasurer Alspach notes that the property owner is not being billed for storm water by either municipality.  She believes the council would need to take action if they wanted the office to notify the property owner that they would be billed an annual storm water fee.
Town Manager Spencer states that if a new street garage is built, the council will want to consider demolishing the old one and possibly disposing of that property and the culvert / bridge between Ball Park Drive and the street garage.
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NEW BUSINESS
Access Johnson County
The council has received a letter along with an invoice asking that New Whiteland help fund Johnson County Access’s transportation budget.  They are requesting that we contribute $2,189.00.  Council denies the request as this was not a budgeted item.

Write Off Old Outstanding Checks
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents a Memo with a listing of the old checks written in 2010 and 2011 that were never cashed and need to be written off.  There are 15 in the Water Account totaling $440.52.  There was only 1 in Wastewater totaling $56.99.  There are none to write off in General Fund this year.  This item was on the agenda for the February 4th meeting that was cancelled and the receipts for the checks were written that day.  Councilman Alspach moves to approve these checks being written off retroactive to February 4, 2014 and is seconded by Councilman Rogier.  Vote 4 affirmative.  

Commendation
Councilman Alspach praised the efforts of the Public Works Department for keeping up with all of the snow and ice this winter.
Town Manager Spencer states that the weather has really been hard on our streets.  The Public Works employees have been working on pothole repair as time, weather and supplies allow.
PW Supt. Johnson states that all of our salt orders have been delivered and we have approximately 300 tons of salt on hand right now.

Police Department
Marshal Stephenson states he will be off on Thursday, February 20th.

LEGISLATIVE BUSINESS
Memo Appropriating Funds
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents a Memo that was prepared at the council’s direction to appropriate funds in the Water Utility to pay invoices relating to the renovations and/or relocation of the town offices and police department.  This Memo was intended for the 2/4/14 meeting as the council had authorized payment of the Arc Design invoice from the Water Account. Councilman Noonan moves to approve the Additional Appropriation Memo retroactive to February 4, 2014 and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 4 affirmative.  

Transfer Memo
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents and explains a Memo to transfer funds within the Storm Water Utility.  Councilman Rogier moves to approve the Transfer Memo and is seconded by Councilman Alspach.  Vote 4 affirmative.
