NEW WHITELAND TOWN COUNCIL
September 2, 2014
MEETING MINUTES

Town Council Vice President Scott Alspach opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge to the American flag. Council members present were Scott Alspach, Joe Noonan, Mike Rogier and John Schilawski. Also present were Attorney Robbins, Clerk-Treasurer Maribeth Alspach and Town Manager Spencer. Councilman John Perrin was absent. Councilman Alspach offered the opening prayer.  

MINUTES
Councilman Noonan moves to approve the minutes of the August 19th Council Meeting and is seconded by Councilman Schilawski.  Vote 4 affirmative.  

HARDSHIPS / ADJUSTMENTS
None.  

TREASURER’S REPORT
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents the Fund Report and Docket for September 2nd for approval.  Councilman Noonan moves to accept and approve both reports and is seconded by Councilman Schilawski.  Vote 4 affirmative.  

OFFICER RECOGNITION
Vice President Alspach presents Officer Jason Fryar with a letter of commendation from the New Whiteland Town Council.  Alspach notes that Officer Fryar apprehended a burglary suspect during a routine traffic stop and assisted the Whiteland Police Department with the arrest.  Whiteland Town Marshal Rick Shipp has also written a letter of commendation.  Both letters will be placed in Officer Fryar’s personnel file.

STREET REPAIR BID OPENING
Attorney Robbins states that bid packets were sent out in early August by Town Manager Spencer.  Bids were due by 7:00 p.m. tonight and four (4) bids have been received.  Attorney Robbins just opened the bid packets and will read the base bid amounts:
E & B Paving		base bid $107,893.20
Grady Brothers		base bid $114,149.65
Milestone		base bid $119,144.00
Dave O’Meara		base bid $124,318.00
Each bid packet also included our (4) Alternate Bids.  Attorney Robbins states that E & B Paving also has the lowest bid on the Alternates. Attorney Robbins asks Town Manager Spencer what the budget is for this project.  Spencer states they have $160,000.00 but were planning to stay around $150,000.00.
Attorney Robbins notes that Alternate 1 in the E & B Paving bid packet is $29,951.50 which would bring the total contract to $137,844.40.
Councilman Schilawski moves to award the Base Bid and Alternate #1 contract to E & B Paving conditioned on Attorney Robbins thorough review of the bid packet verifying that it is, in fact, responsive.  Councilman Rogier seconds the motion. Vote 4 affirmative.  

OLD BUSINESS
2015 Budget Information
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents the data requested at the last meeting identifying which funds will be held in reserve in each department until any circuit breaker cuts are received, and the mileage and fuel costs for all take home vehicles.  Council is to review this information along with the 2015 budget requests prior to the October 7th preliminary hearing.
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Ray Skillman Insurance Payment
Attorney Robbins reports that the payment, less our $500 deductible, has been made by Gallagher Bassett.  They will now begin subrogation against American Family to recover their money and our $500 deductible. 

Employee Handbook
Attorney Robbins asks if there are any revisions that need to be made to the draft copy of the Employee Handbook that was distributed at the last meeting.  Robbins asks that the council review the handbook and call or email him with any feedback.  Robbins asks that they specifically review the changes to the sick leave policy.  This item will be placed on the October 7th agenda.

Proctor Park Schedule
Clerk-Treasurer Alspach presents a listing of the upcoming expenses and the current balance in the Proctor Park account for the Vietnam Veterans Memorial, the upcoming fundraisers and Dedication Ceremony.  She also provides a calendar of all of the upcoming events and deadlines for September.

540 Tracy Road Concrete Work
[bookmark: _GoBack]Town Manager Spencer met with Doug Rees of D & M Concrete to get a quote on the additional concrete work that was identified at the last meeting.  The additional work will cost $1,644.00 bring the total project to $11,832.00.  The additional work includes removing the existing bushes between the Police Department and Council Room entries, running the downspout underground in a 6” PVC pipe and pouring the new concrete. Councilman Noonan moves to approve the additional work and is seconded by Councilman Rogier. Vote 4 affirmative.  

NEW BUSINESS
Plan Commission / Board of Zoning Appeals Reappointment
Vice President Alspach presents a letter from Jeff Weaver asking to be reappointed to both the Plan Commission and Board of Zoning Appeals. Councilman Noonan moves to reappoint Jeff Weaver to both boards and is seconded by Councilman Schilawski. Vote 4 affirmative.
